WHEREAS, John K. Jeremiah, the owner of approximately 0.56( acres located in Council District 9 on Marie Street between Seewald Street and J. Patterson Drive (R.E. Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from IL (Industrial Light) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated March 7, 2007 and written description dated March 7, 2007 for the Marie Street PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit industrial uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
