AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $5,250,000.00 FROM JACKSONVILLE HOUSING COMMISSION’S STATE HOUSING INITIATIVES PARTNERSHIP ("SHIP") FUNDS OBTAINED FROM SHIP HOUSING ASSISTANCE ADMINISTRATION/TRANSFERS FROM FUND BALANCE, TO BE TRANSFERRED TO SHIP HOMEOWNER REHABILITATION/TRANSFERS FROM FUND BALANCE   ($5,000,000.00), TO SHIP HOUSING ASSISTANCE ADMINISTRATION/PERMANENT AND PROBATIONARY SALARIES ($125,O00.00), AND TO SHIP HOUSING ASSISTANCE ADMINISTRATION/MISCELLANEOUS SERVICES AND CHARGES ($125,000.00); PROVIDING FOR CARRY OVER OF FUNDS THROUGH THE STATE OF FLORIDA FISCAL YEAR 2008-2009; PROVIDING FOR THE PURPOSE OF SAID APPROPRIATED FUNDS FOR USE IN THE SHIP OWNER OCCUPIED REHABILITATION  PROGRAM AND THE SHIP HOUSING ASSISTANCE ADMINISTRATION BUDGET (PERMANENT AND PROBATIONARY SALARIES, AND MISCELLANEOUS SERVICES AND CHARGES) FOR SAID SHIP PROGRAM, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 07-079; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Housing Commission (the “Commission”) is the Administrator of the Jacksonville Housing Assistance Trust Fund (the “Fund”) as defined in Chapter 555 “Jacksonville Affordable Housing Program” (the “Program”) of the Ordinance Code; 


WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance 2005-1061-E, the City Council has previously approved the Commission’s Jacksonville/Duval County Affordable Housing Assistance Program Local Housing Assistance Plan for State fiscal years 2006-2007, 2007-2008, and 2008-2009, and as amended by Ordinance 2006-944-E (the “Plan”);


WHEREAS, the City Council previously authorized the Commission to expend funds in accordance with the Plan for its term;

WHEREAS, the Fund has accumulated the sum of $5,250,000.00 in the SHIP Housing Assistance/Transfers from Fund Balance account held by the Commission, and these moneys require appropriation;

WHEREAS, the Commission has authorized the appropriation of $5,250,000.00, and requested legislation appropriating the accumulated moneys obtained from said Plan’s SHIP Housing Assistance Administration/Transfers from Fund Balance account to the Plan’s Owner Occupied Rehabilitation program, and the Plan’s Housing Assistance Administration(Permanent and Probationary Salaries, and Miscellaneous Services and Charges), as evidenced by the excerpt of the minutes from the Commission’s regular meeting on November 29, 2006 attached hereto as Exhibit 1; Now, therefore,


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.  Appropriation.  For the 2006-2007 State fiscal year, there is hereby appropriated the sum of $5,250,000.00 from the Fund to the Commission as Administrator of the Plan as set forth by the Ordinance Code, and the Commission is authorized to expend those funds in accordance with the Plan.  The sum of $5,250,000.00 is hereby appropriated from the indicated sums in the accounts listed in subsection (a) to the accounts listed in subsection (b) (see B.T. 07-079, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and made a part hereof):

Section 2.

Carryover of Funds. At the end of the State fiscal year 2006-2007, the funds appropriated hereby shall not lapse but shall carryover as appropriated funds from year to year in accordance with the Plan through the State fiscal year 2008-2009.


Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose if the appropriation set forth in Section 1 above is to expend available resources for the Owner Occupied Rehabilitation program within the Plan ($5,000,000.00) and for the Plan’s Housing Assistance Administration ($125,000.00 for Permanent and Probationary Salaries, and $125,000.00 for Miscellaneous Services and Charges) for the administration of said Plan’s Owner Occupied Rehabilitation program.


Section 4. 
Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
