Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in this ordinance is to appropriate U.S. Department of Homeland Security grant funds as part of the Metropolitan Medical Response System (MMRS) through the Homeland Security Grant Program of the Florida Division of Emergency Management.  These funds will provide for salaries and benefits for the program manager, computer equipment, software, planning and travel funding to enhance the MMRS program.  The MMRS program supports the linkages among all the elements essential to managing the medical and public health response to a mass casualty weapons of mass destruction terrorist attack.  A copy of the grant agreement is on file with Legislative Services.  The Mayor is authorized to sign such contracts pursuant to Chapter 117, Ordinance Code.
Section 3.  
Carryover.  Unused funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse at the end of the 2006-2007 fiscal year but shall carryover into Fiscal Year 2007-2008.
