Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in this ordinance is to appropriate U.S. Department of Homeland Security grant funds as part of the Metropolitan Medical Response System (MMRS) through the Homeland Security Grant Program of the Florida Division of Emergency Management. Emergency Passage.  This ordinance was passed as an emergency under the Council Rules to immediately effectuate the grant, as the grant period for the grant started on July 1, 2006, but the grant contract was not received from the Federal Department of Emergency Management until December 20, 2006 because federal and state agencies were resolving grant issues.
