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Introduced by the Council President, pursuant to Chapter 714, Ordinance Code and substituted on the Floor of the Council:

ORDINANCE 2007-111-E
AN ORDINANCE, EXPRESSING INTENT TO USE THE UNIFORM METHOD FOR THE LEVY AND COLLECTION OF NON-AD VALOREM SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS TO DEFRAY THE COSTS OF DREDGING MORVEN LAKE AS AUTHORIZED BY SECTION 197.3632, FLA. STAT.; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.  


WHEREAS, six persons owning property at the end of Morven Lake (the “Petitioners”) submitted to the City Council a preliminary petition to initiate a Neighborhood Assessment Program under the Waterway Dredging Program Area to be known as the Morven Lake Dredging Project (the “Petition”); and 

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville Public Works Department conducted a pre-dredge survey and study to determine whether the preliminary cost estimate was accurate; and
WHEREAS, based upon the pre-dredge survey and study the costs of the project were determined to be 25 percent greater than the original cost estimate set forth in the Petition; and
WHEREAS, five of the six Petitioners have filed an amended preliminary petition to initiate a Neighborhood Assessment Program under the  Waterway Dredging Program Area to be known as the Morven Lake Dredging Project (the “Amended Petition”); and 

WHEREAS, it is anticipated that the project will be completed by the end of August 2007 when the Public Works Department will forward the final costs to the Council Auditor’s Office for certification of a non-ad valorem roll to the Tax Collector; and

WHEREAS, the Assessments will not be levied on the benefited properties along Morven Lake until the City of Jacksonville determines that, based upon a post-dredging survey performed by a licensed surveyor, the Morven Lake dredging project has been completed according to the dredging contract; and

WHEREAS, in order for the Assessments to be collected by the Uniform Method on the November 2007 Tax Notice, section 197.3632, Fla. Stat., requires that a resolution to such effect be adopted at a public hearing held prior to March 1, 2007, as agreed to by the Tax Collector and the Property Appraiser, with such hearing noticed in compliance therewith for four (4) consecutive weeks prior; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 

Section 1.

Expressing Intent to Use Uniform Tax Notice Method of Collection.  The Assessments levied and imposed for the dredging of Morven Lake are to be collected using the Uniform Method by the Tax Collector on the November 2007 Tax Notice, as authorized and provided at section 197.3632, Fla. Stat.  The levy of the Assessments is needed in order to defray a portion of the cost of dredging Morven Lake and will be imposed against those certain six properties legally described revised Exhibit 1 as attached hereto.     


Section 2.  Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
