AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $425,000 ($300,000 FROM ETR BONDS, SERIES 2004 (AUTUMN BONDS) FROM COUNCIL DISTRICT 2 EXCISE TAX REVENUE BOND AND $125,000 FROM DISTRICT 2 REGIONAL PARK) TO DESIGN AND CONSTRUCT A SKATE BOARD PARK AT THE ED AUSTIN REGIONAL PARK; PROVIDING FOR REVERTER LANGUAGE; APPOINTMENT OF PARKS,  RECREATION, ENTERTAINMENT, AND CONSERVATION AS THE  OVERSIGHT DEPARTMENT AND CONTRACT ADMINISTRATOR; amending the 2006-2011 five-year capital improvement program approved by ordinance 2006-789-e for the project entitled “ED AUSTIN REGIONAL PARK - skate park”;  REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.



BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Section 2.

The purpose of this appropriation is to provide funding to design and build a skate board park at the Ed Austin Regional Park, as more fully described in Exhibit 1 attached hereto.

Oversight Department. The Mayor is requested to appoint the Parks Recreation Entertainment and Conservation  department to oversee the expenditure of the funds, on a draw basis.

Section 5.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2006-789-E, being the 2006-2011 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended for the project entitled “Ed Austin regional Park – Skate Park.”  This project is more fully described on Exhibit 2, which is attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.  This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2006-789-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2006-789-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 6.

Requesting Emergency Passage, Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. The Department is requesting an emergency passage of this legislation, because the request for proposal has been published and the City is receiving bids.  The City anticipates awarding the bid on February 22, 2007.  The funds should be in place at the time of the bid award.



Section 7.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

Definitions:

Design-Builder — referred to as Design-Build firm or D-B

Contractual entity, properly licensed under Florida law, comprised of a firm
possessing both design and construction resources in-house, a joint venture
between designer and contractor, a contractor-led team with the designer in a
subcontract role, or a designer-led team with the contractor in a subcontractor role.

City of Jacksonville - referred to as City

The City is seeking an experienced and qualified Design Build company to provide Specialty
Skatepark Services to include the design and construction of a concrete skate board park. The
successful bidder will be responsible for the development of design plans and specifications for
the skateboard park, including a “drop-off area”, equipment and material procurement, permitting
and construction of the skatepark facility in an existing recreational facility.

The City intends to select a Design-Builder through the Qualification-Based Selection

(“QBS") process pursuant to Part 7 of Chapter 126, Jacksonville Ordinance Code. These

services will be provided as follows:

1. Review the current 100% design and perform value engineering to reduce overall cost to
be within the current budget, which will eventually lead to a Guaranteed Maximum Price
(GMP) to be provided by the Design-Builder.

2. If value engineering performed in alternative one (1) does not meet the stated goal, the
selected D-B will perform updated Planning and Programming, preliminary design,
design, engineering, pre-construction, construction services and other services
necessary to reduce overall cost to be within the current budget, which will eventually
lead to a GMP.

The goal is to provide a “turn key” skatepark project.
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DESCRIPTION:

The City of Jacksonville purchased this 144-acre site in 1994, it was formerly the Dunes
Golf course. Among the amenities at this large, Arlington-area park is the City's top disc
golf course. Also known as the "Fore Palms Disc Golf Club," this 18-hole layout includes
open and tree-lined fairways through the park on a course carefully designed to challenge
all levels of players. Tournaments and weekly events are available for more advanced
players, while beginners of all ages can learn the game and the techniques from advanced
players and disc-golf professionals who frequent the course. The park also includes lighted
baseball fields, soccer fields, walking trail, a community center operated by the Police
Athletic League, playground equipment and picnic areas. Formerly known as District II
Regional Park, it was renamed in May 2005 in honor of former Jacksonville mayor Ed
Austin. This project seeks to construct a street plaza type skating facility in an area
previously designated in the Master Plan for “open play” in the northeast corner of the site.

Project Objective:

Goal: To design and construct a plaza type skate park facility, utilizing the unique -
topography of the project site.

e A completed project that is unique to the North Florida area
o A completed project that complies with F.S. 316-0085 in regards to liability of
design and operation of such facility

Equal Business Opportunity Program:

it is the official policy of the City of Jacksonville to encourage the maximum participation of
Jacksonville Small and Emerging Businesses (JSEB) possible in its contract awards, based
upon availability. [t is the City’s intent in adopting this program to reflect the philosophy with
regard to enhancing participation of JSEB's in all areas of procurement.

Note: JSEB's participating on City projects must be certified as a JSEB or MBE with the
City’s Equal Business Opportunity Office at the time proposals are submitted.

Ex-parte Communication Prohibited

The City believes that any ex-parte communication concerning the solicitation, evaluation,
and selection process denies all firms submitting proposals fair, open, and impartial
consideration. Adherence to procedures which ensure fairness is essential to the
maintenance of public confidence in the value and soundness of the important process of
public procurement of professional services. Therefore, during the solicitation, evaluation,
and selection process, any ex-parte communication between a firm, its employees, agents,
or representatives; and the City, its members, employees, agents, legal counsel, or
representatives; other than the City's designated representative identified herein, is strictly
prohibited. Failure to observe this requirement shall result in rejection of a firm’'s proposal.
For purposes of this section, the term “ex-parte communication” shall mean any oral or
written communication relative to this solicitation, evaluation, and selection process, which
occurs outside of an advertised public meeting, pursuant to Section 285.011, Florida
Statutes. This requirement shall not prohibit:
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Meetings called or requested by the City and attended by Contractors/Firms for the
purpose of discussing this solicitation, evaluation, and selection process, including, but
not limited to, substantive aspects of this RFQ;

The addressing of any elected or appointed governing authority of the Clty at public
meetings advertised and conducted pursuant to, and in compliance with, Section
285.011, Florida Statutes;

The filling and prosecution of a written protest to any proposed award to be made
pursuant to this solicitation, evaluation, and selection process, which filing and
prosecution shall give notice to all firms. Protest proceedings shall be limited to open
public meetings with no ex-parte communication outside those meetings;

Contacts with elected officials of the City.
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
