ORDINANCE 2007-126
AN ORDINANCE NAMING THE JAMES P. SMALL PARK PLAYGROUND LOCATED AT 1260 8th STREET WEST FOR EUGENE M. GLOVER; REQUESTING THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION, CONSERVATION AND ENTERTAINMENT TO ERECT A DESIGNATING MARKER; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


 WHEREAS, Jacksonville native Eugene Glover was an outstanding athlete at Stanton High School and at Florida A&M University who honed his skills in Jacksonville’s public parks; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Glover, known affectionately as the “gentle giant”, spent 42 years working for the City’s Department of Parks and Recreation in a variety of capacities, particularly at J.P. Small Park; and 


WHEREAS, the City desires to commemorate Eugene Glover’s life and career and the positive influence he had on generations of Jacksonville’s youth, particularly at J.P. Small Park, which is named for Mr. Glover’s high school coach and mentor; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

That the James P. Small Park playground located at 1260 8th Street West is hereby named the “Eugene M. Glover Playground” in recognition of Mr. Glover’s long career of service to the City of Jacksonville.


Section 2.

Designating Marker.
The Department of Parks Recreation, Entertainment and Conservation is requested to erect a marker in accordance with the designation in Section 1.

Section 3.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
