RESOLUTION 2007-128-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING MS. ANNA WILLIAMS ON THE OCCASION OF HER 107TH BIRTHDAY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Anna Sanders was born on November 24, 1899 in Allendale, South Carolina, as the seventh of fourteen children; she married “Mr. Jim” Williams in 1923 and moved from South Carolina to Jacksonville in 1925; and


WHEREAS, “Ms. Anna”, as she is known, took up residence on Oakley Street in Jacksonville’s Eastside neighborhood in 1927 and has lived in the same house for 80 years; and


WHEREAS, Anna Williams, who was employed by the New York Laundry in her working years, has been a faithful and active member of the Tabernacle Baptist Institutional Church for over 70 years; and 

WHEREAS, Ms. Williams, although she never had children of her own, nevertheless was a mother to many in her family and her community, including many nieces, nephews and neighbors; and


WHEREAS, through good fortune and a life of strong faith and fellowship, Ms. Anna is still healthy and active, attending the Mary Singleton Center three times a week as its oldest active member and still participating in outings and activities; now therefore
