'SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE PLAN

The subject property, hereafter referred to as the “Property’ is legally
-described on Exhibit 1. The Property is identified as land described under
Real Estate Number 142491-0000.. The owner of the Property is the St.
- Andrew’s Episcopal Church. The Property is located at 7801 Lone Star Road -
and contains the church and the former St. Andrew’s Episcopal Day School.

PUD ‘(Ordinance 1994-24-28) to PUD to allow for the existing use of the
property. as well as to introduce some appropriate low intensity commercial
.and institutional uses. The church has existed since 1953 and the school was
added in 1966. However, the school recently closed and the church needs to
-add additional revenue enhancing enterprises to compensate for the loss of
income due to the school closing. The Florida Department of Children and
Families has assessed the facilities for possible use as a care center or
daycare center and determined that the site can accommodate 250 children.
