
Introduced by the Council President, pursuant to Chapter 92, Ordinance Code:

ORDINANCE 2007-169
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE TRAILS COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT (“DISTRICT”) AND ORDINANCE 2006-861-E WHICH ESTABLISHED THE DISTRICT TO CORRECT A SCRIVENER’S ERROR IN THE LEGAL DESCRIPTION SET FORTH IN THE PETITION TO ESTABLISH THE TRAILS COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City Council enacted Ordinance 2006-861-E on September 6, 2006, which established the Trails Community Development District (“District”); and

WHEREAS, due to scrivener’s error, the Petition to Establish the Trails Community Development District did not correctly reflect the legal description of the District; and

WHEREAS, the above-referenced scrivener’s error does not constitute a substantive change to any provision of Ordinance 2006-861-E and does not adversely affect any procedural or substantive due process rights of any affected parties; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Ordinance 2006-861-E and the Trails Community Development District is hereby amended to correct the scrivener’s error in the legal description submitted as part of the Petition to Establish the Trails Community Development District.  The revised legal description is on file with Legislative Services as Exhibit A.
Section 2.

Chapter 92 (Uniform Community Development Districts), Section 92.22 (Existing Community Development Districts), Ordinance Code, is amended to read as follows:

CHAPTER 92.  UNIFORM COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DISTRICTS

(11) Trails Community Development District.  The Trails Community Development District was established in Ordinance 2006-861-E.  Ordinance 2007-_____-E revised the Trails Community Development District to correct a scrivener’s error in the legal description.
Section 3.

This Ordinance shall be deemed to be retroactive in application, such that the amendment to Ordinance 2006-861-E contained herein shall be in full force and effect as if it was contained in the original bill.

Section 4.

The Legislative Services Division is hereby directed to place a copy of this legislation in the file associated with Ordinance 2006-861-E.

Section 5.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.
