Section 1.

Helming, is approved. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary, are hereby authorized to execute same in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 as well as all closing documents necessary to effectuate said purchase. The purchase price of said property is $288,000, with half the funding coming from the Fleet Management Account and the other half coming from the Streets and Drainage Account.  No further Council action shall be required, provided that all such documents shall be subject to appropriate legal review and approval by the General Counsel, or his designee, and all other appropriate official action required by law.

The purpose of the purchase approved in Section 1 is to purchase property for a joint use project between the Fleet Management Division and the Streets and Drainage Division for a fleet management yard and fuel depot.
