WHEREAS, the City’s 2006-2007 budget, as codified in Ordinance 2006-788-E, appropriated the City’s final installment for the Pilot Program, but language extending the Pilot Program was inadvertently omitted from said budget ordinance; and

WHEREAS, as of December 31, 2006, lawfully appropriated funds continue to be available and unspent for the Pilot Program and the Pilot Program can be extended for an additional twelve months until December 31, 2007, without appropriating additional funds; and


WHEREAS, such an extension will allow JaxCare to complete and evaluate the Pilot Program using the available funding and without a Pilot Program extension the Pilot Program test of the JaxCare model cannot be completed and receive a fair and complete evaluation; and

WHEREAS, Ordinance 2004-889-E should be amended by extending the Pilot Program for an additional twelve months until December 31, 2007; now therefore

It is the intent of the City to provide support for the Pilot Program for a period of time  through December 31, 2006 2007.”
