WHEREAS, the AGENCY has requested the transfer of Old State Road 15, also described
as section 72030438, from Mile Post 0.000 to Mile Post 0.386 which is further described as from
SR 15 to SR 228 from the State Highway System tfo the City of Jacksonville. This transfer is
mutually agreed upon, between the AGENCY and the DEPARTMENT, .

WHEREAS, the AGENCY, by Resolution No. , a copy of which is
attached hereto as Exhibit “A”, and made a part hereof, has authorized its officers to execute this
Agreement on its behalf.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises herein
contained, and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and adequacy of which are
hereby acknowledged, the AGENCY and the DEPARTMENT agree as set forth below:

] The DEPARTMENT agrees to bear all costs associated with the conversion from a
four lane fadility to a two lane faciiity prior to acceptance of the roadways by the
AGENCY.

This Agreement embodies the whole agreement of the parties. There are no promises,
terms, conditions, or obligations other than those contained herein, and this Agreement shall
supersede all previous communications, representations, or agreements, either verbal or written,
between the parties hereto.

This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of' the
State of Florida.
