AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING THE MANNER IN WHICH THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE’S CITY COUNCIL CONDUCTS ITS BUSINESS; AMENDING CHAPTER 4 (PROCEDURES) PART 6 (VOTING) TO ADD A NEW COUNCIL RULE 4.607 TO REQUIRE TWO THIRDS OF THE ENTIRE COUNCIL TO APPROVE ANY MATTER WAIVING THE JACKSONVILLE MUNICIPAL ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION INTO THE COUNCIL RULES; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Council recognizes and gives credence to the laws governing the City of Jacksonville; and


WHEREAS, those laws were enacted to give structure and framework to the organized administration of the City and its business; and


WHREREAS, the Council considers the waiver of such laws to be an extreme measure which should not be entered into lightly or cavalierly; and


WHEREAS, the Charter of the City of Jacksonville vests in the City Council certain powers; and


WHEREAS, Section 5.08, Charter of the City of Jacksonville, vests the authority of the City Council to govern their own rules; now therefore     


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Chapter 4 part 6, Rules of Council is amended to add a new Council Rule 4.607. (Supermajority for Waiver of the Ordinance Code), to read as follows: 
RULE 4.607 XE "STANDING COMMITTEE" \t "See COMMITTEE, Standing" 

 XE "COMMITTEES:Standing Committees:Enumerated (RULE 2.102)" 

 XE "COMMITTEES:Standing Committees:Areas of responsibility (RULE 2.102)" 

 XE "COMMITTEES:Standing Committees:Appointed, when (RULE 2.102)" 

 XE "COMMITTEES:Appointment to (RULE 2.102)" 
 SUPERMAJORITY FOR WAIVER OF THE ORDINANCE CODE

All ordinances providing for the waiver of the Ordinance Code or any ordinance shall require the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the entire Council.


Section 2.  
Codification of Council Rules.
The Director/Council Secretary is directed to codify the enacted Rule and make necessary entries to the title and index of the Council Rules.

Section 3. 
Effective date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
