Dear Mr. Billy:

After further investigation into the sale of surplus land to ACM Development Group, LLC in the Springfield area,
the Jacksonville Transportation Authority (JTA) has determined that the existing rail ROW along with an
easement from the developer will allow or support the planned development as well as a future rail corridor. The
final use of the corridor will be determined as the Commuter Rail Feasibility Study progresses.

After my staff met with Jay Silliman from ACM Devclopment, touring the site and speaking with CSX
Transportation and Norfolk Southern it was determined that the amount of ROW, which exists currently along
with the developer giving the City a 10 foot easement to the south of his property paralleling the track ROW
would be sufficient to operate a transit corridor through the site. The NS Rail ROW and the 10 foot easement
would allow for freight service, a transit corridor and the developer to all co-exist. This agreement would allow
future use by JTA for transit purposes if such should be the final plan. This is to ensure that the amount of ROW
necessary will be in place for any future double tracking, siding or station location if so needed. The JTA
respectfully request that the sale of the land include a provision to retain the required 10 foot easement.

The Norfolk Southern line through the property is still active and is used for local freight activity. The JTA will
work with Norfolk Southern through the duration of the study to determine the possible transit service for the
corridor.

The JTA looks forward to working with the City of Jacksonville, the developer and Norfolk Southern to make this
a vital transit link in our community.
