ORDINANCE 2007-248-E
AN ORDINANCE DECLARING R.E. NUMBER 160683-5065 ON BEACON DRIVE NORTH, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 1, AN INDIAN BURIAL GROUND, TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE ANY AND ALL DOCUMENTS NECESSARY TO CONVEY SAID PROPERTY TO THE RIVERWOODS OWNERS ASSOCIATION, AN ADJACENT PROPERTY OWNER, AT NO COST, FOR CONSOLIDATION WITH TWO ADJACENT PROPERTIES; WAIVING SECTION 122.423 (APPRAISAL AT OR BELOW $25,000), 122.425 (PROCEDURE IF NO PURCHASER AT MINIMUM SALE PRICE), 122.428 (SALES OF LAND SOLD, STRUCK OFF OR ESCHEATED TO CITY FOR NON-PAYMENT OF REAL PROPERTY TAXES OR SOLD OR CONVEYED TO THE CITY PURSUANT TO ANY FORECLOSURE PROCEEDINGS) AND 122.429 (USE OF PROCEEDS FROM SURPLUS LAND SALES), ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING FOR A REVERTER OF PROPERTY IN THE EVENT IT IS NOT PROPERLY PRESERVED; PROVIDING FOR REQUIRED APPROVAL OF THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE STATE OF FLORIDA IN THE EVENT THE OWNER OF THE PROPERTY INTENDS TO BUILD UPON OR OTHERWISE DISTURB THE PROPERTY, AND RECOGNIZING THE PROHIBITION OF SECTION 872.02 FLORIDA STATUTES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Declaration of Surplus.  The City hereby declares that certain parcel of real property known as R.E. Number 160683-5065, in Council District 1, as more particularly described and mapped in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (the “Subject Property”), to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville.

Section 2.

Waiver of Chapter 122 and Disposition Authorized.  The City hereby waives Sections 122.423 (Appraisal at or below $25,000), 122.425 (Procedure if no purchaser at minimum sale price), 122.428 (Sales of land sold, struck off or escheated to City for non-payment of real property taxes or sold or conveyed to the City pursuant to any foreclosure proceedings) and 122.429 (Use of proceeds from surplus land sales) of Part 4, Subpart B of Chapter 122, Ordinance Code, so as to permit the conveyance at no cost of the Subject Property without appraisal, and authorizes the Mayor and the Corporation Secretary to execute all documents necessary to convey the Subject Property to the Riverwoods Owners Association (the “Association”) at no cost, for the purpose of consolidating the Subject Property, which is an Indian burial ground, with two other properties previously given to the Association as authorized by Ordinance 2005-663-E.

A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills), is attached as Exhibit 2.

Section 3. 
Reverter.  Any deed of conveyance of the land which is the subject of this ordinance shall include language providing that (1) if the land is not preserved in its natural state as a protected Indian burial ground, the Riverwoods Owners Association, shall convey the property in Section 1 to the City; and (2) the Riverwoods Owners Association can not transfer, convey, sell or lease the property, without the prior written approval of the City of Jacksonville.

Section 4.

Approval to Disturb Required.  Any deed of conveyance of the land which is the subject of this ordinance shall include language providing that the property which is the subject of this ordinance, being land that is protected by federal and state law, including but not limited to section 872.02 Florida Statutes, may not be built upon or otherwise disturbed without approval of the City of Jacksonville and the State of Florida.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
