(a)
In establishing standing committees, the President-Elect shall, in his/her discretion, ensure that the following matters are referred or delegated, in no particular order, to the standing committees:

Matters relating to auditing; performance measurement and benchmarking; service quality improvement and public satisfaction with government services; annual budget policy priority setting pursuant to Section 106.201, Ordinance Code; audits of the City and Independent Agencies; selection and retention of the auditor to perform the annual independent audit required by Section 5.11 of the Charter; TRUE Commission reports; advanced communication and technology use and "e-government"; education and schools; Duval County School Board; literacy issues; higher education institutions and issues; hospitals; Health Department; human services; welfare; health; courts; consumer affairs; “J-Bills” and legislation before the Florida Legislature and all related subjects.

(b)
The President may request that the standing committees participate in other review and preparation of the budget for the City of Jacksonville.  All participating committees may make recommendations to the committee with the primary responsibility to prepare and present a final budget for consideration by the full Council.


(c)
For purposes of budget analysis and review, the President shall, by written directive provided to the Chief of Legislative Services and the chair of each standing committee, assign each standing committee the responsibility to review and report on the operations and functioning of each of the various departments, divisions, boards, commissions, constitutional offices, and independent agencies, whose functions mostly align with that standing committee.  Each such committee may take such action as it deems appropriate throughout the fiscal year to review and report on the operations, efficiencies, policies, and management of each such department, officer, or agency assigned to said committee


(d)
All proposed introduced ordinances, and those ordinances amended or substituted in committee or on the Council floor, which waive or provide for or invoke  waiving or providing for or invoking an exception to any provision of the Ordinance Code, or any ordinance, or other policy, procedure, or covenant, shall be referred to, and/or heard in, in addition to the committees set forth above, to such committees as are responsible for (1) auditing and performance measurement, and (2) calendar, agenda, rules and laws. The Council shall receive an informal recommendation from a spokesperson for the Council Auditor, General Counsel and Council Research Division, based upon the emergency/waiver flow chart established by the Office of General Counsel and Council Research Division, on the need for and appropriateness of waiving any ordinance, rule, procedure or covenant.

(d) XE "BILLS:Fact sheets (RULE 3.103(d))" 
Fact Sheets.  All legislation introduced by the Council President at the request of any other party shall be simultaneously accompanied by fully completed and explanatory fact sheets.  Legislation introduced by Council Members which appropriate funds, approve contracts or contract amendments, are related in any manner to personnel matters, shall be simultaneously accompanied by fully completed and explanatory fact sheets.  All fact sheets shall be in substantially the same form as is approved by the Chief of Legislative Services.


Section 2.  Effective date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
