AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 5.52( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 4 AT 3235 herring road at the northeast intersection of belfort road AND herring road (R.E. NOs. 154400-0000 & 154404-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY Pineland land development, llc, & vernon d. williams, sr., FROM rr (residential rural) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit a senior living facility, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE belfort road senior PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Pineland Land Development, LLC, & Vernon D. Williams, Sr., the owners of approximately 5.52( acres located in Council District 4 at 3235 Herring Road at the northeast intersection of Belfort Road and Herring Road (R.E. Nos. 154400-0000 & 154404-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from RR (Residential Rural) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from RR (Residential Rural) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated April 30, 2007 and written description dated April 30, 2007 for the Belfort Road Senior/Wellness Center PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit a senior living facility, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2.
Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) 
Development shall proceed in accordance with the Traffic Engineering Division Memorandum dated April 14, 2007, and the Transportation Planning Division Memorandum dated May 3, 2007, or as otherwise approved by the Traffic Engineering Division and the Planning and Development Department.

(b)
There shall be no building over 42 feet to the peak within fifty feet of the Belfort Road right-of-way, and any building within thirty feet of the Belfort Road right-of-way shall be limited to 35 feet.


Section 3.

Owner and Description.

I SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE PROPERTY
A. Current Land Use Category: LDR
B. Current Zoning District: RR
C. Requested Zoning District: PUD

II. SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE PLAN

The Applicant proposes to rezone approximately 5.52+ acres of property (the “Property”)
from Rural Residential (RR) to Planned Unit Development (PUD) to permit infill redevelopment
of an existing trailer park with a senior wellness center/residential living facility with a
maximum of one hundred twenty (120) independent/assisted living units. In addition, assisted
living and dementia care facilities may also be provided. Approximately thirty-six (36) dementia
care beds are currently planned.

The Property is located on the northwest side of Belfort Road between Gate Parkway
West and Touchton Road, as shown on Exhibit “K”, and is currently developed with a mobile
home park. The Property is more particularly described in the legal description attached as
Exhibit “1” to this application. A conceptual site plan of the proposed development is attached
as Exhibit “E” to this application (the “Site Plan”).

II1. PUD DEVELOPMENT CRITERIA

A. Description of Uses and Development Criteria

1. Permitted uses. Senior wellness center/residential living facility with
independent living, assisted living and dementia care facilities and related
amenities (but not a residential treatment facility, group care home, or
other non-senior ACLF-type uses); essential services including roads,
water, sewer, gas, telephone, stormwater management facilities, radio,
television, electric, marine and land communication devices, small
satellite dishes, and similar uses subject to performance standards set forth
in Part 4 of the City of Jacksonville Zoning Code; and home occupations
meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in
Part 4 of the Zoning Code.
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2. Permitted accessory uses and structures. Accessory uses and structures
. are allowed as permitted in Section 656.403 of the Zoning Code. No
vertical structures may be located within a required uncomplimentary
buffer. Sidewalks/walking paths may be located within a required
uncomplimentary buffer, but no closer than five (5) feet from the Property
boundaries; provided, however, that the uncomplimentary buffer on the
north property line shall remain natural and unused and may not contain
sidewalk/walking paths, but may be maintained to prevent an unkempt
appearance.

3. Minimum lot requirement (width and area). Approximately 5.52 acres as
shown on the Site Plan.

4. Maximum lot coverage by all buildings. Thirty-five percent (35%).

5. Minimum Yard Requirements and Building Setbacks. One and two story
portions of the building shall be set back a minimum of twenty (20) feet
from the Property boundaries. Three story portions of the building must
be set back from the Belfort Road right of way a minimum of eighty (80)
feet; provided, however, that a maximum of one-third (1/3) of the Belfort
Road building width may be as close as thirty (30) feet from the Belfort
Road right of way. Three story portions of the building not fronting on
Belfort Road must be set back a minimum of thirty (30) feet from the
Property boundaries. Encroachments by sidewalks, driveways, parking,

' signage, utility structures, retention ponds, fences, street/park fumniture,
and other similar improvements shall be permitted within the minimum
building setbacks.

6. Maximum height of structure. The building shall be a maximum of three
(3) stories. If a pitched roof is utilized, building height shall be a
maximum of thirty-five (35) feet to the eaves, and forty-five (45) feet to
the peak of the roof. As provided in Section 656.405 of the City of

Jacksonville Zoning Code, spires, cupolas, antennas, chimneys and other

appurtenances not intended for human occupancy may be placed above the

maximum heights provided for herein.

B. Overall Development Criteria.

1. Access. As shown on the Site Plan, access to the site will be available
from Belfort Road and Herring Road. There shall be a maximum of two
curb cuts on Belfort Road.

Interior drives will be privately owned and maintained. The location and
design of all access points and interior drives is conceptual and the final
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location and design of each is subject to the review and approval of the

City Traffic Engineer and the City Planning and Development
Department.

Pedestrian Circulation. Intemal pedestrian circulation will connect to the
existing sidewalk on the northwest side of Belfort Road.

Recreational/Open Space. Recreational and therapeutic activities and
facilities consistent with the particularized nature of the proposed use will

be provided. In addition, a swimming pool, courtyards and patios/open
spaces may be provided.

Parking and Loading Requirements. With a proposed census of 156 beds
and 40 staff and a proposed aggregate floor area of approximately 150,000
square feet, Section 656.604(b)(1) would require 79 parking spaces and
Section 656.605(d) would require 3 loading spaces. Due to the low trip
generation inherent in the proposed use, a minimum of ninety (90) parking
and loading spaces will be provided (x 10% deviation).

Signage. There will be three double-faced or single-faced externally
illuminated monument parcel identification sign(s), two (2) of which are
not to exceed twenty-four (24) square feet in area per sign face and one (1)
of which is not to exceed twenty (20) square feet in area per sign face, and
all three of which shall be a maximum of six (6) feet in height, at the
following locations: (i) along the Belfort Road frontage, (ii) along the
Herring Road frontage, and (iii) at the Belfort Road/Herring Road
intersection. All signage area will be calculated pursuant to Section
656.1302(s) of the City of Jacksonville Zoning Code.

Directional signs and construction signs in compliance with Part 13 of the
Zoning Code are permitted. Wall signs not exceeding ten (10) percent of
the square footage of the occupancy frontage or respective side of a

building abutting a public right-of-way or approved private street are
permitted within the PUD.

Landscaping/fencing. Landscaping will be provided in accordance with
the requirements set forth in Part 12 of the Zoning Code; provided,
however, that any required uncomplimentary buffer may overlap with the
building setbacks. In addition, there shall be not less than two (2) trees for
each fifty (50) linear feet of VUA street frontage. The landscaped areas
will allow for the inclusion of native or ornamental vegetation, trees, and
shrubs, fencing up to eight (8) feet in height and irrigation. A tree survey
will be provided at verification of substantial compliance identifying all 4”
caliper trees located along Belfort Road to a depth of thirty (30) feet from

the right of way, with as many of said trees to be preserved consistent with

. site design and engineering requirements. An eight (8) foot fence will be
provided on the northern Property line; provided, however, the last twenty
(20) feet at each end may be six (6) feet high and wrought iron in
appearance.

7. Architectural Design. Buildings (including roof types and facades),
structures and signage will be constructed and painted with matenals
which are visually and aesthetically compatible with the principal
structure. Flat roofs shall not be permitted unless screened by a mansard
type roof.

Cellular towers, communication antennas and communication towers as
described in Part 15 of the Zoning Code are prohibited within the PUD.
Dumpsters, propane tanks, and similar appurtenances in each parcel shall
be kept behind substantially opaque enclosures composed of the same
material and painted the same color as the structures located on the
parcel, such that the dumpster, propane tank, or similar appurtenance is
screened from view from surrounding roadways and adjacent properties.

8. Lighting. Lighting within the PUD shall be designed and installed to
localize illumination onto the Property and to minimize unreasonable
interference or impact on adjacent uses.

' 9. Stormwater Retention. Retention shall meet the requirements of the City
of Jacksonville and all other state or local agencies with junsdiction,

including the St. Johns River Water Management District. Stormwater

retention areas will be located on site and may not be shared with other

parcels.

10. Utilities. Electric utility, water and sewer services will be provided by the
JEA.

11.  Maintenance of Common Areas and Infrastructure. The common areas

and infrastructure within the Property will be maintained by the owner.

12.  Conceptual Site Plan. The configuration of the development as depicted
in the Site Plan is conceptual and revisions to the Site Plan, including the
internal circulation, may be required as the proposed development
proceeds through final design/engineering and site plan review, subject to
the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department.
The Planning and Development Department shall notify the Secret Cove
Homeowners Association of any substantial changes to the PUD. The
building location and drives shown on the Site Plan are schematic and may
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change prior to development subject to the review and approval of the
Planning and Development Department.

13. Temporary Uses. Temporary construction trailer(s) shall be allowed to be
placed on site and moved throughout the site as necessary.

14.  Modifications. Amendments to this approved PUD district may be
accomplished by administrative modification, minor modification, or by
the filing of a rezoning application pursuant to Section 656.341 of the City
of Jacksonville Zoning Code. Any use not specifically listed, but similar
to or associated with a listed use may be permitted by a minor
modification. Any minor modification or PUD rezoning application shall
have the written consent of either the Secret Woods, the Secret Cove, or
the Lakemont homeowners association attached as an exhibit thereto.

15.  Secondary Zoning District Criteria: The Property’s current zoning district
of RR does not allow the proposed use. However, the proposed use is
permitted in the PBF-2 zoning district, which is a permitted secondary
zoning district in the LDR land use category. Pursuant to Section
656.350, the following supplemental criteria and standards must be met in

order to locate a use permitted in the PBF-2 zoning district within the
LDR land use category:

a. The site shall have frontage on a principal arterial, minor arterial or
collector street. This criterion is satisfied, as the Property is
located on Belfort Road, which is classified as a collector road.

b. The minimum lot area shall be two acres. This criterion is
satisfied, as the minimum lot area will be 5.52 acres.

IV. PUD REVIEW CRITERIA

A. Consistency with Comprehensive Plan: The proposed use satisfies the
supplemental criteria and standards for a secondary zoning district permitted use

- ==~ -within~ the"LDR1and use category. = Zoning approval would allow infill
redevelopment of an existing residential trailer park, and would further Policies
1.1.1, 1.1.8, 1.1.10, and 1.1.22 of the Future Land Use Element of the 2010
Comprehensive Plan.

B. Roadways / Consistency with the Concurrency Management System: The
development of the Property will comply with the requirements of the
Concurrency Management System. The City Development Number is 7677.

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Allocation of Residential Land Use: This proposed development will not
exceed the projected holding capacity reflected in Table L-20 of the Future Land
Use Element of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan.

Internal Compatibility: The Site Plan attached as Exhibit “E” addresses access
and circulation within the site. Access to the site will be available from Belfort
Road and Herring Road. Internal access will be provided by private drives. The
PUD contains special provisions for signage, landscaping, sidewalks, parking, and
other issues relating to the common areas and vehicular and pedestrian traffic.
Architectural design guidelines within the PUD provide that buildings, structures
and signage within the Property are constructed and painted with materials which
are aesthetically compatible and that dumpsters or similar appurtenances are
screened from view from surrounding roadways and adjacent properties. Final
engineering plans will be subject to review and approval of the City Traffic
Engineer.

External Compatibility / Intensity of Development: The immediately
surrounding land use category is LDR in all directions; however, RPI, BP and
PBF land uses are within approximately one-half mile of the Property. Zoning
districts within approximately one-half mile include RLD-D, RLD-F, RLD-G,
CO, PUD and PBF-2. The Property is located in a developed area with a mix of
office, institutional, industrial and residential uses. An existing institutional use
(church) already exists within the neighborhood across Herring Road from the
Property on RE Parcels 154405-0000 and 154406-0000. The proposed PUD
includes specific design and site planning features designed to minimize impacts
on the surrounding uses and general character of the area, and provides an
important community use complementary to the Southpoint business/commercial
complex and St. Luke’s Hospital. Industry trends predict that approximately 80%
of the residents of the proposed facility either already live within five miles of the
Property or are relatives of people who live within five miles. The proposed use
will generate no school impacts, no crime/nuisance impacts, and very low traffic
impacts. In addition, the majority of traffic impacts will occur at non-peak hours.
The aesthetic quality of the proposed use will be a community enhancement when
compared to the existing residential use. Therefore, the proposed PUD is
compatible in both intensity and density with the surrounding zoning districts and
property uses.

Usable Open Spaces, Plazas, Recreation Areas: Recreational and therapeutic
activities and facilities consistent with the particularized nature of the proposed
use will be provided. In addition, a swimming pool, courtyards and patios/open
spaces may be provided.
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Impact on Wetlands: Any development impacting wetlands will be permitted
pursuant to local, state and federal permitting requirements.

Listed Species Regulations: Not required.

Off-Street Parking & Loading Requirements: With a proposed census of 156
beds and 40 staff and a proposed aggregate floor area of approximately 150,000
square feet, Section 656.604(b)(1) would require 79 parking spaces and Section
656.605(d) would require 3 loading spaces. Due to the low trip generation
inherent in the proposed use, a minimum of ninety (90) parking and loading
spaces will be provided (* 10% deviation).

Pedestrian Circulation System: Internal pedestrian circulation will connect to
the existing sidewalk on the northwest side of Belfort Road.
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
