ORDINANCE 2007-272-E  

AN ORDINANCE MAKING CERTAIN FINDINGS AND AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION and delivery OF AN ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT among THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (“CITY”), THE JACKSONVILLE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION (“JEDC”) AND RING PRODUCTIONS, llc, a florida limited liability company (“PRODUCER”), in connection with the FILMING OF TWO PROJECT FILMS, GLAD ALL OVER AND ELIOT ROCKETT; APPROPRIATING $100,000 FROM the COUNTYWIDE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT fund TO PROVIDE A GRANT TO PRODUCER OF UP TO $50,000 FOR THE COMPLETION OF EACH PROJECT FILM PURSUANT TO THE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 07-111; designating the jedc as monitor; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the JEDC has reviewed an Application for Filmed Entertainment Projects submitted by Producer to the Governor’s Office of Film and Entertainment for two theatrical movie projects and, together with representatives of the City, negotiated the terms of that certain Economic Development Agreement (the “Economic Development Agreement”) on file with the Legislative Services Division; and

WHEREAS, JEDC has determined that the Economic Development Agreement and the uses contemplated therein are in the public interest of the City; and

WHEREAS, JEDC has determined that the public actions and financial assistance contemplated in the Economic Development Agreement take into account and give consideration to the long-term public interests and public interest benefits to be achieved by the City; and

WHEREAS, the Producer has requested that the City and JEDC enter into the Economic Development Agreement; and 

WHEREAS, on February 8, 2007, the JEDC approved a resolution (the “Resolution”) to enter into the Economic Development Agreement, said Resolution being attached hereto as Exhibit 1; 
WHEREAS, it has been determined to be in the interest of the City to enter into the Economic Development Agreement and approve of and adopt the matters set forth in this ordinance; now, therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1. Findings. The recitals set forth herein are true and correct.

Section 2.

Appropriation.  For the 2006-2007 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 3.

Purpose. 
  The purpose of the appropriation in this ordinance is to provide funding for those certain Filmed Entertainment Projects more particularly identified and described in the Economic Dedevelopment Agreement, such Projects being Glad All Over and Eliot Rockett, as initiated by B.T. 07-111.
Section 4.

Authorization.  The Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary and the Executive Director of the JEDC are hereby authorized to (1) execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City and JEDC, respectively, all agreements (including, but not limited to, the economic Development Agreement substantially in the form on file with the Legislative Services Division (with such “technical changes” as herein authorized) and other documents, necessary or appropriate to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance and (2) take, or cause to be taken, for and on behalf of the City or JEDC, respectively, such further action to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance.  The Economic Development Agreement may include such additions, deletions and changes as may be reasonable, necessary and incidental for carrying out the purposes thereof, as may be acceptable to the Mayor, or his designee, and the Executive Director of the JEDC, with such inclusion and acceptance being evidenced by execution of the Economic Development Agreement by the Mayor, or his designee, and the Executive Director of the JEDC.  No modification to the Economic Dedevelopment Agreement may increase the financial obligations or liability of the City to an amount in excess of the amount authorized by this ordinance, and any such modification shall be technical only and shall be subject to appropriate legal review and approval by the Office of General Counsel.  For purposes of this ordinance, the term “technical changes” is defined as those changes having no financial impact, including, but not limited to, changes in legal descriptions or  surveys, ingress and egress, easements and rights of way, schedule of performance and development, design standards, access and site plan.
Section 5.

Designation of JEDC as Contract Monitor.  The JEDC is (a) designated as the City’s monitor of the Economic Development Agreement, (b) required to administer the Economic Development Agreement for and on behalf of the City and the JEDC and (c) required to handle the City's and JEDC’s responsibilities under the Economic Development Agreement.

Section 6.

Effective Date.   This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Jacksonville Economic Development Commission:

Section 1. The JEDC finds that the recitals set forth above are true and correct and are
incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 2. The Jacksonville Economic Development Commission recommends and requests the
City Council to authorize a.Countywide Economic Development Fund Grant in a not to exceed
amount of $100,000, in accordance with the attached Summary, subject to such changes and
modifications as deemed necessary by the JEDC and City Council. Any changes to such
documents deemed necessary by JEDC staff or the City Council which do not increase the
JEDC’s costs are hereby authorized without the need for further approval by the Commission.

Section 3. Incentives approved by the JEDC or any other board or agency of the City are not
binding upon either the JEDC or the City until such time as there is an executed agreement
between the parties. ~
