WHEREAS, among Mr. Hulsey’s many awards are the Florida Bar Association Medal of Honor, the University of Florida Distinguished Alumnus Award and the Financial News and Daily Record/Jacksonville Bar Association Lawyer of the Year; and


WHEREAS, the City wishes to recognize and commend Mark Hulsey for his countless contributions to city, country and church; now therefore
