PURPOSE/SUMMARY: 

The legislative purpose is to repeal prior Ordinance # 2005-1051-E(enacted 10/11/05), to appropriate $86,442.59 from the Duval County Alcohol & Other Drug Abuse Trust Fund (Chapter 111, part 2, Section 111.230), and to appropriate $12,104.83 from Investment Pool Earnings associated with the Trust Fund to financially assist two Duval County based substance abuse programs. These two programs, and the associated use of funds, are more fully described as follows:
1. $23,547.42 - To assist The HELP Center, Inc. with the costs of installing a heat pump air-conditioning system at their 511 W. 11th Street facility.  The proposed project would improve comfort and air quality significantly in their facility.  
2. $75,000.00 – To assist Gateway Community Services, Inc. with the cost for additional bathroom facilities and a new storage area at their 920 Bridier Street facility.  Current bathroom facilities are inadequate for the clients served.  The proposed bathroom addition would significantly improve the facilities at the complex by providing sufficient capacity for the clients served.  
The Help Center is a not-for-profit, 501(c) (3), organization founded in 1987 as a transitional living and recovery program that provides substance abuse recovery services and training for alcoholics and drug users. Services include substance abuse counseling and life management development training.     

Gateway Community Services, Inc. is a not-for-profit, 501(c) (3), organization, founded in 1978 to treat alcoholism in the community.  Gateway now treats many forms of addiction including alcoholism, crack, heroin, cocaine, prescription drugs and marijuana.  Services include: detox, residential, transitional housing, outpatient and intensive day night services.  Fees are determined on a sliding scale based upon ability to pay, with no one refused services for an inability to pay.

The original ordinance 2005-1051-E, is being repeal due to River Region Human Services 7500 Ricker Rd property having an excessive cost for renovations to bring the facility up to code. River Region Human Services did not receive any expenditure towards this project. The facility is not in operation and River Region Human Services no longer has control of the property.
This appropriation Ordinance would authorize the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute contracts with the agencies in their respective amounts and would provide that funds would not lapse at the end of the current fiscal year.

IMPACT - FINANCIAL/OTHER: 

The HELP Center and Gateway Community Services are private, not-for-profit, primarily public-funded agencies that primarily serve low-income/indigent residents of Duval County.  The HELP Center and Gateway Alumni House properties are older buildings which are in need of substantial renovations and repairs.  Gateway Alumni House is located on the Eastside of Jacksonville and improvements in this property would significantly compliment the ongoing redevelopment of East Jacksonville.  Without assistance from the Trust Fund, none of the proposed projects could be accomplished by the two agencies due to their very limited financial resources.
