ORDINANCE 2007-287-E
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING MEMORIAL MARKERS; ESTABLISHING AN HONORARY ROADWAY MEMORIAL MARKER, HONORING THE LATE ELDER GEORGE MATTHEWS, SR.; PROVIDING FOR CONFORMANCE WITH PART I (GENERAL PROVISIONS) OF CHAPTER 745 (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS) ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING FOR THE PRIVATE DONATION OF FUNDS FOR THE COSTS OF THE MARKER; APPROPRIATING $2,000 FROM TRAFFIC ENGINEER – CONTRIBUTIONS FROM PRIVATE DONATIONS; PROVIDING FOR THE REVERTER AND REIMBURSEMENT OF ALL FUNDS ASSOCIATED WITH ORDINANCE 2006-1398-E TO THE EXTENT THAT THEY EXCEED THE ACTUAL COST OF THE MEMORIAL MARKERS APPROVED AND TO THE EXTENT APPROPRIATED FUNDS ARE REIMBURSED THROUGH PRIVATE DONATION; WAIVING SECTION 745.105(B), ORDINANCE CODE; DESIGNATING THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT AS THE OVERSIGHT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City finds that the late Elder George Matthews, Sr., served as the pastor of the Church of God by Faith, Jacksonville Heights (renamed in 1977 and now known as The Greater Church of God by Faith) for the last 40 years at the 2400 block of Old Middleburg Road; and

WHEREAS, the late Elder George Matthews, Sr., had a distinguished life; serving worshippers in North Florida and South Georgia since 1959; having received ministerial training from Luther Rice Seminary; having been a loving husband and father to five children; and having served many positions in his church, and on many community boards and commissions; all before his passing on April 11, 2003; and was an inspirational community leader, worthy and deserving of recognition through the creation of a roadway memorial marker in his community; and 
WHEREAS, community supporters are willing to fund the costs of the memorial marker; and

WHEREAS, with the exception of the requirements of Section 745.105(b), Ordinance Code, which is required by Section 745.105(h), Ordinance Code, but waived herein, the provisions of Section 745.105(h), Ordinance Code, have been complied with in all respects; now therefore, 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

An honorary roadway memorial marker, as contemplated by Section 745.105(h), Ordinance Code, recognizing and honoring the late Elder George Matthews, Sr., shall be placed at or about the 2400 block of Old Middleburg Road. 
Section 2.

Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in this ordinance is to pay for the initial costs of the honorary memorial marker approved in Section 1 and Ordinance 2006-1398-E, in conformance with Part I (General Provisions) of Chapter 745 (Addressing and Street Naming Regulations) Ordinance Code, subject to reimbursement by way of private donation.  
Section 4.

Ordinance 2006-1398-E Reverter.  With regard to the memorial marker appropriation set forth in Ordinance 2006-1398-E:
(a)
Any private funds donated to cover the costs of the memorial marker are hereby appropriated to Traffic Engineering – Misc. Services, Account No. PWTE011-04938

(b) Upon receipt of private funds as set forth in subsection (a) donated to cover the costs of the memorial marker, the amount of funds donated which were appropriated in Ordinance 2006-1398 shall revert back to the Executive Operating Contingency – Joint.

(c) Any unused funds appropriated in Ordinance 2006-1398-E shall revert back to the Executive Operating Contingency – Joint.

(d)  Any private funds donated to cover the costs of the memorial marker which exceed the costs of the memorial marker shall be returned to the donor.

Section 5.

Waiver of Section 745.105(b).  The City hereby waives the provisions of Section 745.105(b), Ordinance Code, (which is normally a requirement of Section 745.105(h), Ordinance Code) requiring review by the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee and the Historic Preservation Commission.  The purpose of Waiving Section 745.105(b), Ordinance Code, is that the marker is not for naming a street or intersection of streets, and such review is unnecessary.
Section 6.

Oversight.

The Mayor is requested to appoint the Department of Public Works, specifically the Traffic Engineering Division, to oversee the projects described herein, pursuant to Section 745.104(h), Ordinance Code.
Section 7.

Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
