ORDINANCE 2007-293
AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE’S APPROVAL OF THE RIGHT OF THE TIMUCUAN SOUTH COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT (“DISTRICT”)  TO EXERCISE EMINENT DOMAIN POWER OUTSIDE OF THE DISTRICT FOR DISTRICT ROADS, PURSUANT TO SECTION 190.011(11), FLORIDA STATUTES; AMENDING SECTION 92.22 (EXISTING COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DISTRICTS), ORDINANCE CODE, TO INCLUDE THE GRANT OF THIS EMINENT DOMAIN POWER; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

WHEREAS, the Timucuan South Community Development District (“District”) was established by Ordinance 2007-166-E; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 190.011(11), Fla. Stat., Timucuan-MLC, Inc., has requested the City of Jacksonville to approve the right of the District to exercise eminent domain power outside of the District for district roads, pursuant Section 190.011(11), Fla. Stat; now therefore 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1. 
Approval of Eminent Domain Power. Pursuant to Timucuan-MLC, Inc.’s request, the City of Jacksonville grants to the Timucuan South Community Development District (“District”) the right to exercise eminent domain power outside of the District for district roads, pursuant to Section 190.011(11), Fla. Stat.  The City’s approval of eminent domain power is specifically limited to the proposed Braddock Boulevard improvements described in the Braddock Boulevard plans, a copy of which is on file as Exhibit 1 in the Council Legislative Services Division. 
Section 2.  Chapter 92 (UNIFORM COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DISTRICTS), Section 92.22 (Existing Community Development Districts), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:

Timucuan South Community Development District.  The Timucuan South Community Development District was established in Ordinance 2007-166-E.  The City approved the right of the Timucuan South Community Development District to exercise eminent domain power outside of the district for district roads in Ordinance 2007-____-E.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming law without the Mayor’s signature.
