WHEREAS, the Clean Beaches Council, as part of Great Outdoors Month, has designated the week beginning June 29, 2007, as National Clean Beaches Week; and

WHEREAS, Americans make over two billion annual trips to the ocean, gulf, and inland beaches, contributing significant resources to the local, state, and national economies; and


WHEREAS, seventy-five percent of all recreational activity occurs within a half-mile corridor around the shorelines of our beaches, rivers, and lakes; and

WHEREAS, coastal tourism and healthy, fresh seafood fuels robust economies, sustaining communities and supporting jobs along the coastal United States; now, therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

That the City Council does hereby designate the week beginning June 29, 2007, as National Clean Beaches Week.

Section 2.

That the City Council does further encourage all residents of Duval County to visit, enjoy, and protect our greatest natural resource.

Section 3.
