Bill Summary:  This bill approves a contractual services agreement with the Florida Division of Emergency Management (FDEM).  Additionally, the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute said agreement, and related agreements and amendments.  The ordinance is declared to be an emergency measure as the Public Works Dept. has already commenced performance under the agreement and the FDEM is not authorized to pay for any such work done 30 days prior to execution of the agreement.
Background Information:  The Dept. of Public Works is obtaining topographic data as part of the development of Federal Emergency Management Agency floodplain maps and the updating of the Master Stormwater Management Plan.  FDEM can use this information in its updating of the storm surge model for Duval County.  Under the agreement, FDEM would pay the City $292,500 for the work.  Public Works would be undertaking the work at the City’s expense in the absence of the agreement.  The agreement recognizes that work is being subcontracted to Camp, Dresser and McKee, Inc.
