Bill Summary: The bill changes parts of Section 656.411 of our Zoning Code to clarify what is defined as “heavy truck and truck tractors” and adds other heavy construction-related equipment and vehicles to the list of equipment and vehicles not allowed to be often parked in a residential district and CO, CRO, CCG-1, or CN districts.  It also adds portable storage units (PODs) to this list.  However, maintained in the ordinance is the ability to keep these types of equipment and vehicles in the stipulated districts when being used for a legitimate purpose.  PODs may be placed for up to 60 days, with an administrative deviation needed to extend this time over 60 days.
Background Information: PODs are increasing being used in residential remodeling to store household items out of the way of the construction zone.  However, sometime the POD is also being used as an “on-site” mini-warehouse for an extended period of time.
