Bill Summary: The bill amends the designated boundaries of the Bartram Park Community Development District to allow the addition of 324.24 acres to the district and to remove 91.39 acres from the district’s boundary.  The bill also grants the District’s request of special powers to develop and operate parks and recreational facilities.  Lastly, the bill adds language granting special powers to 2004-1280-E.
Background Information: The Bartram Park district is approximately 773.51 acres.  The site is located within the Bartram Park D.R.I. within District 6.   It was established in December of 2004 by 2004-1280-E.  The Board of Supervisors wish to develop a 2-acre canoe access park and bath house on a location that is outside the District’s current boundaries.  Once built, the facility will be owned and maintained by the City.

Establishing a Community Development District (CDD) allows the developer the capacity to create a non-profit arrangement, an entity that enables the developer to finance and make improvements to the development's infrastructure.  The CDD provides a funding mechanism enabling the developer to levy special assessments to the homeowners to finance and operate infrastructure and community services that will enhance homeownership such as landscape, golf courses, right of way, common maintenance, etc.  Bartram Park CDD homeowners will be required to pay CDD assessments over and above their ad valorem taxes.
