Bill Summary: The bill appropriates a $300,000 state historic preservation grant for the cleaning of the exterior of the old Federal Courthouse on Monroe Street as a part of the overall new county courthouse construction project.  The bill also authorizes the administration to execute documents to accept and expend the grant, and amends the City’s 2006-11 Capital Improvement Program to add a project entitled “Exterior Cleaning – Old Federal Courthouse”.
Background Information: As part of the new courthouse complex construction project, the old federal courthouse will be renovated to house the offices and functions of the State Attorney’s Office.  The City has applied for and been awarded a $300,000 grant from the Florida Department of State, Division of Historic Resources for the project.  The value of the City’s purchase of the building from the federal government qualifies as the City’s match for the state grant.
