DATE: March 8, 2007

In an effort to link downtown visitors to the airport, and to provide a more convenient and
efficient connection, the Jacksonville Transportation Authority (JTA) applied for and received a
state grant in June 2006 to operate a special bus route serving downtown, Jacksonville
International Airport and the surrounding area. The airport shuttle provides “limited express”
service on weekdays to shuttle JIA passengers and workers from the Kings Avenue Transit
Station on the Southbank to the Airport. The airport shuttle is named Air JTA and makes a
continuous loop consisting of intermediate stops at two downtown locations, and the FCCJ
Station before departing to the Jacksonville International Airport.

Air JTA began operations on June 20, 2006, and funding is allocated through June 19, 2007.
Ridership currently ranges from 7 to 15 riders per day and is gaining popularity. The JTA made
its presentation to the Jacksonville International Airport CRA (JIA/CRA) Advisory Board at its
June 15, 2006 monthly meeting. JTA requested the JIA/CRA Advisory Board provide $25,000
from the JIA/CRA Trust Fund to provide marketing support to promote Air JTA.

At the JIA/CRA Advisory Board meeting on June 15, 2006, the Board recommended the JEDC
authorize the appropriation of $25,000 from the JIA/CRA fund to provide marketing funds to the
JTA for the first year of shuttle operation. At the request of the JIA/CRA Board, JTA
incorporated the JEDC logo into their marketing materials and the bus wrap.

Attached for your consideration is a copy of the JTA Shuttle Proposal and assorted Air JTA
marketing materials. The JTA will administer the marketing program and provide quarterly
updates to the JIA/CRA Advisory Board throughout the year.

The JIA/CRA Advisory Board is requesting that the JEDC authorize staff to introduce legislation
for City Council consideration to appropriate $25,000 from the JIA/CRA Trust Fund to JTA to
pay for marketing support for Air JTA shuttle service.
