Bill Summary:  This bill approves a Memorandum of Agreement with Naval Station Mayport (Navy) whereby the Navy will give the City’s Fleet Management Division its used vegetable oils in exchange for a small quantity of B100 bio-fuel.  The Mayor, or designee, is authorized to execute said agreement.
Background Information:  B100 is a bio-fuel made from used vegetable oil that can be used as fuel in diesel-powered equipment.  Under the agreement, the Fleet Manager will provide 6 gallons of bio-fuel for every 400 gallons of used vegetable oil collected.  The used vegetable oil is to be processed at the Fleet Management facility.
Policy Impact Area:  Fleet Management
Fiscal Impact:  Undetermined; Fleet Management estimates the City will benefit by an approximate $150,000 fuel cost reduction per year
