ORDINANCE 2007-336-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, TO EXECUTE A MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (CITY) AND NAVAL STATION MAYPORT (NAVY), UNDER WHICH THE NAVY, IN EXCHANGE FOR A SMALL QUANTITY OF B100 BIO-FUEL, SHALL GIVE THE CITY’S FLEET MANAGEMENT DIVISION (FLEET MANAGEMENT) ITS USED VEGETABLE OILS SO THAT THE USED OILS MAY BE PROCESSED AND BLENDED WITH ULTRA LOW SULFUR DIESEL AT THE FLEET MANAGEMENT FACILITY TO PRODUCE BIO-FUEL FOR USE IN DIESEL POWERED EQUIPMENT, RESULTING IN AN ANNUAL FUEL COST REDUCTION FOR THE CITY OF APPROXIMATELY $150,000; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Agreement Approved.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, is authorized to execute on behalf of the City of Jacksonville, a Memorandum of Agreement between the City of Jacksonville (City) and Naval Station Mayport (Navy), in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit 1.  Under the terms of the Memorandum of Agreement, the Navy, in exchange for a small quantity of B100 bio-fuel, shall give the City’s Fleet Management Division (Fleet Management) its used vegetable oils so that the used oils may be processed and blended with ultra low sulfur diesel at the Fleet Management facility to produce bio-fuel for use in diesel powered equipment, resulting in an annual fuel cost reduction for the City of approximately $150,000.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

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MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT (MOA)
Between
NAVAL STATION MAYPORT
MAYPORT, FLORIDA
And
CITY OF JACKSONVILLE

I. PURPOSE

The purpose of this Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) is
to allow the City of Jacksonville (COJ) to remove used
vegetable 0il from named locations on Naval Station
(NAVSTA) Mayport and to supply a small quantity of B10O0
bio-fuel in exchange for the used cooking oil.

II. SCOPE OF AGREEMENT

a. This MOA defines the relationship between the
Commanding Officer, NAVSTA Mayport, Florida, representing
the U.S. Navy, hereinafter referred to as the “Commanding
Officer” and the Fleet Manager, COJ referred to as the
"Fleet Manager" for specific services, becomes effective
upon signature by both parties and is effective until
terminated in writing by mutual agreement of the parties or
by either party unilaterally upon giving 60 days written
notice of intent to terminate.

b. This MOA is not to be construed in any way as
giving rise to a contractual obligation of Navy funds,
which would be contrary to federal law. This MOA is not a
binding contract and must not be interpreted as such.
Termination by either party shall not be the basis for any
claims by the Fleet Manager, COJ against the U.S.
Government.

c. This MOA is not to be construed, in any way, as a
binding contract or as giving rise to a contractual or
financial obligation of the COJ.

ITI. ADMINISTRATION

The Director of the Environmental Department shall
administer this agreement for the Commanding Officer. The
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Director is the technical representative for the purpose of
inspection and acceptance of services. Actions that may
affect this agreement should be coordinated with the Fleet
Manager, COJ, prior to taking such actions, except in the
case of a declared emergency.

IV. DEFINITIONS

a. B100 is a biofuel made from used vegetable o0il that
can be used after processing as fuel in diesel powered
equipment (when blended properly) .

b. Used vegetable o0il is used o0il from fat fryers and
other food preparation equipment on NAVSTA Mayport that is
no longer usable for food preparation and is stored in

covered containers provided by COJ at no cost to NAVSTA
Mayport.

V. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PARTIES
a. The Fleet Manager will:

1. Provide adequate containers at:

(a) Bldg 242 (CPO Club)

(b) Bldg 243 ((Ocean Breeze)

(c) Bldg 244 (Bowling Alley)

(d) Bldg 245 (Beachside Community Center)
(e) Bldg 338 (Oasis Galley)

(f) Bldg 1624 (Recycling)

(g) Bldg 1981 (Bogey's)

2. Pick up used vegetable o0il on a regular basis,
and will respond within two days when notified that the
container are approaching maximum capacity.

3. At a date to be determined by NAVSTA Mayport,
Fleet Manager will provide 6 gallons of B100 biofuel for
every 400 gallons of used vegetable oil collected, provided
NAVSTA Mayport desires the fuel. The biofuel will be
delivered to the NAVSTA Mayport MWR Maintenance Facility
(Building 349).

4., Be responsible for any negligent acts or
omissions giving rise to any spills of used vegetable oil
or biofuel in transit from/to NAVSTA Mayport or any spills
from container leakage (including but not limited to any
costs for clean up and fines) Any such responsibility or
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liability on the part of COJ shall be subject to the
provisions and limitations of the limited legislative
waiver of sovereign immunity contained in Section 768.28,
Florida Statutes.

5. Immediately notify NAVSTA Mayport if spills or
spill stains are observed at NAVSTA Mayport collection
points.

6. Abide by NAVSTA Mayport rules and regulations
and furnish information requested to gain entry to NAVSTA
Mayport.

7. Complete enclosure (1) during each collection
cycle and provide to NAVSTA Mayport quarterly.

8. The City as a self-insured governmental entity,
will maintain, liability, injury and property damage
insurance to the extent required by state rules and
regulations.

b. The Commanding Officer will:
1. Provide entrance to NAVSTA Mayport.

2. Notify COJ when the containers are close to
being full in the event there is a surge in used cooking
oil.

3. Indemnify, defend and hold COJ harmless for any
actions, claims, damages, judgments, injuries (including
death), damage to property (including destruction) or other
losses of whatsoever kind or nature arising from the
negligent acts or omissions of the U.S. Navy, with respect
to its actions under this MOA.
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VI. MODIFICATION

a. This MOA may be amended only by mutual consent of
both parties, in writing, unless either party is required
to change the MOA by statutes, executive order, directive
or other government requirement.

b. Changes in environmental regulations and/or policy
that are inconsistent with the provisions of this MOA may
be cause for review, renegotiation or cancellation.

1. Provide a covered space (if available) and an impervious surface for
used cooking oil container(s), preferably within 30 feet to the nearest
parking space.

2. Provide access to the collection area.

. Provide training to the designated employees on helping to keep the

used oil as clean as possible, free of contaminants.

It must be noted that your participation is voluntary. This collection service does not
constitute a contractual agreement or obligation for the city of Jacksonville and should
not be misconstrued as such, however, should a donor/partner elect to no longer
participate in the program, a 60 day notice shall be given.

The Fleet Management Division respects any contractual agreement you may now have
with any used cooking oil collection entity. Any termination of contracts is strictly
between the donor/partner and the collection contractor.
