Bill Summary:  This bill creates a new Part C, Section 111.850, Ordinance Code, to establish a Camperships Trust Fund account as a Children’s Commission Trust Fund.  Donations, contributions of money, gifts, and grants are to be deposited into the fund for use toward summer camperships.  Funds are to be accounted for separately, and shall be appropriated by Council prior to expenditure.  The Jacksonville Children’s Commission shall approve all expenditure amounts, with the Executive Director making recommendations.  Authorization is given for the Director of Administration and Finance, or designee, to make disbursements from the fund.
Background Information:  This trust fund is being established for the collection of contributions from corporations and individuals who wish to sponsor a summer camp experience for youth in the Jacksonville community.  A campaign for this purpose generated over $106,000 in contributions last year, and a similar campaign is expected to be announced for this year.
