(b) No residential development shall be permitted on any portion of the subject property in the Coastal High Hazard Area, unless residential units are made available as a result of a program of mitigation for development in the CHHA, approved by the City of Jacksonville and the Florida Department of Community Affairs, pursuant to Section 163.3178(9)(a), Florida Statutes.

(c) The developer shall submit a revised rezoning application if the subject property is found to be within the Coastal High Hazard Area, as the proposed residential development would not be permitted.

(d)
The developer shall submit a revised site plan that correctly indicates the subject property boundary as described in the legal description at the time of Verification of Substantial Compliance with the PUD.

(e)
The developer shall submit documentation of the resolution of any written claim of ownership or interest by the State of Florida to the subject property to the Office of General Counsel at the time of Verification of Substantial Compliance with the PUD.

(f)
The developer shall construct a public boat ramp facility with two bays and thirty trailer parking spaces.  The public boat ramp facility shall be constructed and dedicated to the City of Jacksonville prior to issuance of any certificate of occupancy, subject to the review and approval by the Planning and Development Department and the Parks, Recreation, Entertainment, and Conservation Department.  Costs of the land and construction of the ramp or facility shall be shared equally between the City of Jacksonville and the developer.”; and

Strike Exhibit 3 and replace it with Revised Exhibit 3; and

(7)
Amend the introduction line to reflect this Amendment.

No residential development shall be permitted on any portion of the subject site in the Coastal High Hazard Area
(CHHA) as defined in Florida Statutes, §163.3178(8)(h) (F.S. 2006), unless residential units are made available as
a result of a program of mitigation for development in the CHHA approved by the City of Jacksonville and the
Florida Department of Community Affairs, pursuant to Florida Statutes, §163.3178(9Xa) (F.S. 2006). The results
of a Sea, Lake and Overland Surges from Hurricanes (SLOSH) computerized storm surge model prepared by the
U.S. Department of Commerce National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration on January 26, 2007 is
attached hereto and by this reference incorporated herein. A topographic survey prepared by Privett and
Associates dated December 20, 2006 indicating that portion of the site above elevatron 5.1 feet is attached hereto
