AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 28.35 ACRES OF LAND LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 14 EAST OF INTERSTATE 295 ON THE NORTH SIDE OF COLLINS ROAD BETWEEN PLANTATION BAY DRIVE AND COLLINS ROAD AND OWNED BY WESTLAND RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT, LLC & MCCUMBER GOLF, INC., AS MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM RESIDENTIAL LOW DENSITY-G (RLD-G) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT COMMERCIAL, RETAIL, AND OFFICES USES, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPLICATION FOR THE WESTLAND VILLAGE PUD, PURSUANT TO ADOPTED FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) SEMI-ANNUAL LAND USE AMENDMENT APPLICATION NUMBER 2006D-011; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted a semi-annual land use amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to Ordinance 2007-364; and

WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district(s) with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the companion adopted semi-annual land use amendment 2006D-011, an application to rezone and reclassify from Residential Low Density-G (RLD-G) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District was filed by Babette L. Ashley, Esquire on behalf of Westland Residential Development, LLC & McCumber Golf, Inc., owners of certain real property in Council District 14, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this rezoning with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the companion semi-annual land use amendment application number 2006D-011, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice, held a public hearing; and

WHEREAS, taking into consideration all oral and written comments received during public hearings and the above recommendations, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the proposed PUD does not affect adversely the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not affect adversely the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and the proposed PUD will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville; now, therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description.  The approximately 28.355 acres of land (Real Estate numbers 015913-000 and 015913-7000) are located in Council District 14 east of Interstate 295 on the north side of Collins Road between Plantation Bay Drive and Collins Road, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 2.

Owner and Applicant Description.  The Subject Property is owned by Westland Residential Development, LLC & McCumber Golf, Inc.
  The applicant listed in the application is Babette L. Ashley, Esquire with an address of 50 North Laura Street, Suite 2600, Jacksonville, Florida 32202 and a telephone number of (904) 598-6128.

Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion semi-annual land use amendment 2006D-011, is rezoned and reclassified from Residential Low Density-G (RLD-G) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, subject to the written description dated February 14, 2007 and the site plan dated February 16, 2007 for the Westland Village PUD.  The PUD District for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial, retail, and offices uses, as more specifically shown and described in the written description and site plan, both attached hereto as Exhibit 3.

Section 4.

Consistency With Companion Land Use Amendment Adoption.  The Council hereby finds the Westland Village PUD to be consistent with the requirements of the State Comprehensive Plan, the Northeast Florida Regional Planning Council Strategic Regional Policy Plan, and Rule Chapter 9J-5, Florida Administrative Code.  Further, the Council finds this rezoning to be consistent with the Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan, as amended by Ordinance 2007-364, and that this PUD is consistent with the land use category criteria.

Section 5.

Contingency.  This ordinance shall not become effective unless and until the Department of Community Affairs issues a Notice of Intent finding the correlating amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan in compliance with Chapter 163, Part II, Florida Statutes.

Section 6.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.

L SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE PUD; PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The Applicant proposes to rezone approximately 28.355 acres of .property from
Residential Low Density to PUD. The PUD zoning district is being requested to permit the
development of neighborhood commercial, retail and office, residential uses on the subject
property as more particularly described below. This PUD rezoning is necessary to pr0v1de for
these permitted uses.

The subject property (the "Property") is located at the intersection of Collins Road and
Plantation Bay Drive. The Property has a RPI land use and a RLD-G zoning designations and is
currently vacant. Surrounding land use designations and zoning districts include: LDR/RLD-G
to the north and northwest, LDR/PUD to the west and northeast, MDR/RMD-D to the south, and
MDR/PUD to the east.

The proposed PUD seeks to permit the development of approximately 139,500 square
feet (10%= deviation) of commercial/retail/office/professional/restaurant uses on the subject
property. A conceptual site plan of the current proposed development is attached as Exhibit "E"
to this application (the "Site Plan"). Architectural controls are included in this written description
to ensure that the proposed development is consistent with the spirit -and intent of the
surrounding development.

IL. PUD DEVELOPMENT CRITERIA; USES AND RESTRICTIONS

A, Permitted Uses:

h. Drive-thru facilities in conjunction with a permitted use or
structure; :

i. = An establishment or facility that includes the retail sale of
alcoholic beverages, including liquor, beer or wine for on-premises consumption, in conjunction
with the service of food which is ordered from a menu and prepared or served for pay for
consumption on-premises (including outside sales and service);

J. Essential services, mcludmg water, sewer, gas, telephone, radio,
telev151on and electric, meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in

Part 4 of the Zoning Code.

B. Accessory Structures:

Accessory uses and structures are permitted as provided in Section 656.403 of the City of
Jacksonville, Zoning Code (the “Zoning Code”), provided that accessory uses and structures may
be located in a required front or side yard.

B. ‘Ingress, Egress And Circulation:
1. Parking Requirements.

Parking will meet or exceed the requitements of Part 6 of the Zoning Code, taking into
consideration all proposed uses and the entire site. Parking within the PUD may be shared with
other uses, as long as the PUD in its entirety provides sufficient parking for all proposed uses.

2. V.ehicular Access.

Vehicular access to the Property will be from Collins Road and Plantation Bay Drive,
substantially as shown in the Site Plan. The final location and design of all access points will be
subject to the review and approval of the City Traffic Engineer. The location of the access points
shown on the conceptual Site Plan are schematic and may be subject to realignment and
relocation prior to development.

3. Pedestrian Access:

Exterior sidewalks will be provided as necessary to be consistent with the Comprehensive
Plan; provided, however, that notwithstanding the requirements of Section 656.224 of the Zoning
Code, such sidewalks may be located within the required front and side yard setbacks: Interior -
sidewalks will also be provided along the exterior of the buildings as shown in the conceptual
Site Plan.

C. Signage.

~ One (1) double-faced non-illuminated, externally or internally illuminated monument
sign not exceeding 32 square feet in area is permitted at the project entrance along Collins Road.
One (1) double faced externally illuminated monument sign nine (9) feet in height is permitted at
each project entrance along Plantation Bay Drive. The Collins Road project entrance signage
may be up to two hundred (250) square feet in area, and each of the Plantation Bay Drive project
entrance signs may be up to fifty (50) square feet in area. Multiple tenants and/or uses may be
identified on ‘these signs. Wall signs are also permitted and shall be similar in size and
appearance, using similar materials and shapes. One (1) under the canopy sign per occupancy
not exceeding a maximum of eight (8) square feet in area is permitted; provided, however, any
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square footage utilized for an under the canopy sign shall be subtracted from the allowable
square footage that can be utilized for wall signs. Directional signs, real estate signs and
construction signs are permitted in accordance with the regulations set forth in Part 13 of the
Zoning Code. ' : '

Because the signs discussed above are architectural elements of the PUD intended to be
compatible with and complementary to the buildings in the PUD, they may be located .in
structures or frames that are part of the architecture of the project. Accordingly, the area of such
signs shall be computed on the basis of the smallest regular geometric shape encompassing the
“outermost individual letter, words, and numbers on the sign and shall not include the frame or
surrounding mount.

D. .Léndscaping. _

Landscaping within the PUD will be constructed and maintained in accordance with the
requirements set forth in Part 12 of the Zoning Code; provided, however, that notwithstanding
the requirements of Section 656.224 of the Zoning Code, the required perimeter landscaping may
be located within the required yard setbacks; and further provided that the Planning and
Development Department may review and approve relief from -the requirements of Section
656.1214 of the Zoning Code. Landscape standards will be applied within the PUD without
regard to property ownership boundaries which may exist among individual sites. Required
landscaping may be provided "off-site" within the PUD as long as the PUD in its entirety
provides sufficient landscaping for all proposed uses. The landscaped areas will allow for the
inclusion of native or ornamental vegetation, trees, and shrubs, fencing and irrigation.

E. Buffer between Commercial and Residential Parcels.

Unless otherwise agreed to by the Planning and Deve]opment Department, a mixture of

fencing and landscape buffers will be provided to screen the proposed commercial uses from
“surrounding residential developments. A ten (10) foot buffer strip allowing for the inclusion of

native or ornamental vegetation, trees, and shrubs, fencing and irrigation will be provided along
bordering residential developments.

F. Utilities.
Water, electric and sanitary sewer will be provided by the JEA.
G. Architectural Controls.

Buildings, structures, and signage shall be constructed and painted with materials that are
aesthetically compatible with the spirit and intent of the surrounding developments and the entire
PUD. Satellite dishes and other antennae which could be used for reception of television and
other similar broadcasts are prohibited unless such satellite dishes or antennae are located either
on the rooftop or a side of a building which is not adjacent to a public right of way. Satellite
dishes or antennae must be screened from view from adjacent property. Satellite dishes or
antennae located on the side of a building must be screened from any roadways by landscaping
and/or opaque fencing which is aesthetically compatible with the other structures located, or to
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be located, on the Property.

Dumpsters, propane tanks, and similar appurtenances shall be kept behind substantially -
opaque enclosures composed of the same material and painted the same color as the structures
located, or to be located, on the Property, such that the dumpster, propane tank, and similar
- appurtenances are screened from view from surrounding roadways and adjacent properties.
Utility tracts, maintenance areas and loading/unloading zones shall be screened from surrounding
roadways by landscaping and/or opaque fencmg which is aesthetically compatible with the other
structures located on the Property. - : '

Lighting structures shall be limited to thirty (30) feet in height with full cutoffs, and shall'
be architecturally compatible with the other structures located on the Property.

H. Stormwater Retention.

Stormwater retention shall meet the requirements of the City of Jacksonville and all other
state or local agencies with jurisdiction, including the St. Johns River Water Management
District. Stormwater retention areas may be located on or off-site and may be shared with other
parcels, provided the stormwater design for the entire PUD meets the standards and requirements
of the City of Jacksonville and the St. Johns River Water Management District. Underground
detention vaults may be utilized.

I. - Modifications.

Amendment to this approved PUD district may be accomplished through either an
administrative deviation, administrative modification, minor modification, or by filing an
application for rezoning as allowed by Section 656.341 of the Zoning Code, provided, however,
that the Site Plan may be revised to increase or decrease the size of the building(s) and/or the
parking area within 10% without an administrative deviation, minor modification, or rezoning, as
long as the revised site plan meets the PUD Development Criteria provided herein. Additional
uses may be permitted through a PUD rezoning.

J.  Conceptual Site Plan.

The plans and other visual illustrations in this PUD application are conceptual. The Site
Plan, as submitted, reflects the best current thinking and planning for the site. It is possible,
however, that revisions to the Site Plan, including, but not limited to, types of use, access points
and internal circulation, may be required as the proposed development proceeds through final
engineering and site plan review. Therefore, the Site Plan is labeled as conceptual, recognizing
that future changes will be subject to further review and approval by the Planning and
Development Department.

1IV.  DEVELOPMENT PLAN APPROVAL

With each request for verification of substantial compliance with this PUD, a preliminary
development plan shall be submitted to the City of Jacksonville Planning and Development
Department identifying all existing and proposed uses within the Property, and showing the
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general layout of the overall Ptoperty.

V. JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT CLASSIFICATION '
FOR THIS PROJECT

The proposed- project is consistent with the general purpose and intent of the City of
Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations. The proposed project will be
beneﬁcxal to the surrounding neighborhood and communlty

The proposed PUD is more efficient than would be possible through strict apphcatlon of
the Zoning Code

The proposed PUD is compatible with surroundmg land uses and will improve the
characteristics of the surrounding area.

The proposed PUD w111 promote the purposes of the City of Jacksonville 2010
Comprehensive Plan.

VI. PUD REVIEW CRITERIA

A Consistency with the Comprehensive Plan: The proposed commercial uses are
consistent with the RPI land use category, and with Future Land Use Element Objectives 1.1.7,
1.1.8, 1.1.10, 3.1.16 and, 3.2.5 of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan.

B. Consistency with the Concurrency Management System: The development will
comply with the requirements of the Concurrency Management System. The project has been
assigned Development Number 4012.016.

C. Internal Compatibility: The proposed PUD contains limitations. on the
commercial uses permitted on the subject property, as well as a common development scheme
and unified architectural theme that contains special provisions for signage, landscaping,
sidewalks, and other issues relating to the common areas and vehicular and pedestrian traffic.
Access to the Property is available from Collins Road and Plantation Bay Drive. Final design-
and location of the access points is subject to the review and approval of the City Traffic
Engineer and the Planning and Development Department.

D. External Compatibility/Intensity of Development.

Surrounding land use designations and zoning districts include: LDR/RLD-G to the north
and northwest, LDR/PUD to the west and northeast, MDR/RMD—D to the south, and MDR/PUD
to the east.

A combination of fencing, landscaping, and buffering will be provided to screen
commercial uses in the proposed PUD from the adjacent residential developments. Architectural
controls are included in this written description to ensure that the proposed development is
consistent with the spirit and intent of the surrounding development. Therefore, the proposed
PUD is compatible in both intensity and density with the surroundmg development and zoning
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districts.

E. Recreation/Open Space. Common areas will be maintained by the owner’s’
association. '
F. Impact on Wetlands: Development impacting wetlands will be permitted

pursuant to local, state and federal permitting requirements.

G. Listed Species Regulations: The Property is less than fifty acres; therefore, a
listed species survey is not required.

H. Off-Street Parking Including Loading and Unloading Areas. Parking will meet
or exceed the requirements of Part 6 of the Zoning Code, taking into consideration all proposed
uses and the entire site. Parkirig within the PUD may be shared with other uses as long as the
PUD in its entirety provides sufficient parking for all proposed uses. '

L Sidewalks, Trails and Bikeways: Exterior sidewalks will be provided as
necessary to be consistent with the Comprehensive Plan and/or as required by the Planning and
Development Department; provided, however, that notwithstanding the requirements of Section
656.224 of the Zoning Code, such sidewalks may be located within the required. front and side
yard setbacks. Interior sidewalks will also be provided along the exteriors of the buildings as
shown in the conceptual Site Plan.

J. Stormwater Retention. Retention shall meet the requirements of the City of
Jacksonville and all other state or local agencies with jurisdiction including the St. Johns River
Water Management District. Stormwater retention areas may be located on or off-site and may
‘be shared with other parcels provided the stormwater design for the entire PUD meets the
standards and requirements of the City of Jacksonville and the St. Johns River Water
Management District. Underground detention vaults may be utilized.

K. Utilities. Utilities to the Property will be provided by the JEA.
