L SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE PLAN

The Apphcant proposes to rezone approxlmatelyﬂi‘ 48+ acres of property fom RR to
-PUD. The Property is located on the North side -of Normandy Blvd., east of Blarr Road, as
shown on Exhibit “K” (the “Property™). A conceptual site plan of the proposed development is
"attached as Exhibit “E” to this application (the “Site Plan™). - The proposed PUD rezonmg
permits the Property to be developed as a mixed-use development with commercial/retail in the
- front of the property, facing Normandy Blvd., and professional/business offices to the rear; as -
" shown on the Site Plan. The Property is currently undeveloped, abuts a mobile home pak, and is
- ‘in‘an area in transition from residential to commercial and professional businesses.

‘As depicted ‘on the Site Plan, there will be one access' point to Normandy Blvd. A
combination of fencing, buffering, landscaping and architectural controls are provided to create
this integrated commumty and blend the proposed development into the surroundmg area.
