ORDINANCE 2007-375-E
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 33.27 ACRES OF LAND LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 8 AT THE SOUTHWEST CORNER OF GARDEN STREET AND JONES ROAD BETWEEN CISCO DRIVE AND GARDEN STREET AND OWNED BY GEORGE SAYER, AS MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT COMMERCIAL USES, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPLICATION FOR THE TARRAGON COMMERCIAL PUD, PURSUANT TO ADOPTED FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) SEMI-ANNUAL LAND USE AMENDMENT APPLICATION NUMBER 2006D-016; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted a semi-annual land use amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to Ordinance 2007-374; and

WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district(s) with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the companion adopted semi-annual land use amendment 2006D-016, an application to rezone and reclassify from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District was filed by Paul M. Harden, Esquire on behalf of George Sayer, owner of certain real property in Council District 8, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this rezoning with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the companion semi-annual land use amendment application number 2006D-016, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice, held a public hearing; and

WHEREAS, taking into consideration all oral and written comments received during public hearings and the above recommendations, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the proposed PUD does not affect adversely the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not affect adversely the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and the proposed PUD will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville; now, therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description.  The approximately 33.27 acres of land (Real Estate number 002894-0000) are located in Council District 8 at the southwest corner of Garden Street and Jones Road between Cisco Drive and Garden Street, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 2.

Owner and Applicant Description.  The Subject Property is owned by George Sayer.  The applicant listed in the application is Paul M. Harden, Esquire with an address of 1301 Riverplace Boulevard, Suite 2601, Jacksonville, Florida 32207 and a telephone number of (904) 396-5731.

Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion semi-annual land use amendment 2006D-016, is rezoned and reclassified from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, subject to the written description dated May 1, 2007 and the site plan dated February 15, 2007 for the Tarragon Commercial PUD.  The PUD District for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses, as more specifically shown and described in the written description and site plan, both attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 3.

Section 4.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) 
Development shall proceed in accordance with the Traffic Engineering Division Memorandum dated April 13, 2007, or as otherwise approved by the Traffic Engineering Division and the Planning and Development Department.

(b)
Light pole fixtures shall be a maximum of 30 feet in height and shall be flush mounted, with full cut-off screens.  A lighting plan, including fixture types and foot-candle illumination, shall be submitted at the time of Verification of Substantial Compliance with the PUD for the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department.  A maximum 0.5 foot candle illumination shall be permitted on the exterior property line.

(c)
Architectural elevations shall be subject to the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department.

(d)
Signage is limited to one monument style project entrance sign along Garden Street, and one monument style project entrance sign along Jones Road, with a maximum of one hundred and fifty (150) square feet in area and fifteen (15) feet in height each.  Out parcels shall be limited to one monument style sign, with a maximum of fifty (50) square feet in area and ten (10) feet in height.

Section 5.

Consistency With Companion Land Use Amendment Adoption.  The Council hereby finds the Tarragon Commercial PUD to be consistent with the requirements of the State Comprehensive Plan, the Northeast Florida Regional Planning Council Strategic Regional Policy Plan, and Rule Chapter 9J-5, Florida Administrative Code.  Further, the Council finds this rezoning to be consistent with the Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan, as amended by Ordinance 2007-374, and that this PUD is consistent with the land use category criteria.

Section 6.

Contingency.  This ordinance shall not become effective unless and until the Department of Community Affairs issues a Notice of Intent finding the correlating amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan in compliance with Chapter 163, Part II, Florida Statutes.

Section 7.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.
