AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 23.75 ACRES OF LAND LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 8 AT THE SOUTHEAST CORNER OF JONES ROAD AND PRITCHARD ROAD BETWEEN LOCKWOOD ROAD AND PRITCHARD ROAD AND OWNED BY JOHNNY L. DUDLEY, LLC, AS MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM RESIDENTIAL RURAL (RR) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT MULTI-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL AND COMMERCIAL USES, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPLICATION FOR THE PRITCHARD AND JONES PUD, PURSUANT TO ADOPTED FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) SEMI-ANNUAL LAND USE AMENDMENT APPLICATION NUMBER 2006D-017; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted a semi-annual land use amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to Ordinance 2007-376; and

WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district(s) with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the companion adopted semi-annual land use amendment 2006D-017, an application to rezone and reclassify from Residential Rural (RR) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District was filed by L. Charles Mann on behalf of Johnny L. Dudley, LLC, owner of certain real property in Council District 8, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this rezoning with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the companion semi-annual land use amendment application number 2006D-017, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice, held a public hearing; and

WHEREAS, taking into consideration all oral and written comments received during public hearings and the above recommendations, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the proposed PUD does not affect adversely the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not affect adversely the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and the proposed PUD will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville; now, therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description.  The approximately 23.75 acres of land (Real Estate numbers 003342-0000 and 003344-0000) are located in Council District 8 at the southeast corner of Jones Road and Pritchard Road between Lockwood Road and Pritchard Road, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 2.

Owner and Applicant Description.  The Subject Property is owned by Johnny L. Dudley, LLC.  The applicant listed in the application is L. Charles Mann with an address of 165 Arlington Road, Jacksonville, Florida 32211 and a telephone number of (904) 721-1546.

Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion semi-annual land use amendment 2006D-017, is rezoned and reclassified from Residential Rural (RR) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, subject to the written description dated March 8, 2007 and the site plan dated March 23, 2007 for the Pritchard and Jones Road PUD.  The PUD District for the Subject Property shall generally permit multi-family residential and commercial uses, as more specifically shown and described in the written description and site plan, both attached hereto as Exhibit 3.

Section 4.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) 
Development shall proceed in accordance with the Traffic Engineering Division Memorandum dated April 13, 2007, or as otherwise approved by the Traffic Engineering Division and the Planning and Development Department.

(b) 
The development shall provide an additional vehicular access point for the multifamily development from Pritchard Road.

(c)
The development shall provide a minimum setback of thirty (30) feet along the eastern and southern property lines, which includes a ten (10) foot wide buffer between uncomplimentary uses.

(d)
Light pole fixtures shall be a maximum of 30 feet in height and shall be flush mounted, with full cut-off screens.  A lighting plan, including fixture types and foot-candle illumination, shall be submitted at the time of Verification of Substantial Compliance with the PUD for the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department.  A maximum 0.5 foot candle illumination shall be permitted on the exterior property line.

(e)
Architectural elevations shall be subject to the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department.

(f)
Signage for the multifamily use shall be permitted in accordance with Part 13 of the Zoning Code,  except that it shall not exceed 24 square feet in area and 12 feet in height.

Section 5.

Consistency With Companion Land Use Amendment Adoption.  The Council hereby finds the Pritchard and Jones PUD to be consistent with the requirements of the State Comprehensive Plan, the Northeast Florida Regional Planning Council Strategic Regional Policy Plan, and Rule Chapter 9J-5, Florida Administrative Code.  Further, the Council finds this rezoning to be consistent with the Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan, as amended by Ordinance 2007-376, and that this PUD is consistent with the land use category criteria.

Section 6.

Contingency.  This ordinance shall not become effective unless and until the Department of Community Affairs issues a Notice of Intent finding the correlating amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan in compliance with Chapter 163, Part II, Florida Statutes.

Section 7.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.

JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT CLASSIFICATION FOR
THIS PROJECT

The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose and intent of-the City of
Jacksonville 2010 Gomprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations. The project design is in
harmony with the general purpose and intent of the City of Jackscnville Zoning Code. The
proposad project is compatible with similar development in the area. The design and layout
of the PUD:

A. Allows for a creative approach through the use of natural features of the site with
existing vegetation and existing TOPO;

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B. Provides a more desirable environment than would be possitle through the  strict
application of the minimum requirements of the Zoning Code by creating more buffers,
landscaping, and/or recreation and open space than would be required through a
straight zoning;

C. Allows for an effective use of the land, resulting in lower development cost:

D. Provides an environment that is characteristic of the surrounding area;

E. Supports the retention of. property values by providing needed services and support for
the surrounding residences and businesses i the area; and

F. Enhances the appearance of the area through the preservation of natural features,
vegetation, and by using existing TOPO and grade in order to develop the project.

VI. PUD REVIEW CRITERIA

A. Gonsistency with Comprehensive Plan. The land use category is Low Density
Residential (LDR), which specifically allows for neighborhood commercial development
as a secondary zoning on sites located at ihe comar of two roads classified as collector
roadways or higher. Pritchard Road and Jones Road are both classified as collector
roads. It the PUD is approved, the site will be consistent with the LDR land use
category and the Comprehensive Plan. There is a component Small Scale Land Use
filed for Parcel A, which would change the Land Use to MDR. If this is approved the
entire PUD would be consistent with the Comprehensive Plan.

B. Consistency with the Concurrency Management System. The Property will be
developed in accordance with ihe rules of the City of Jacksonvills Gancurrency
Management System Office (CMSO), and it has been assigned City Development
Number 7446.2.

C. Allocation of Residential Land Use. There is a residential component to this PUD of
270 multi-family units.

D. intemal Compatibility/Vehicular Access. The proposed PUD contains limitations on the
commercial uses permitted on the subject property as well as a common development
scheme which contains provisions for signage, landscaping, sidewalks, and other
issues relating to common areas and vehicular and pedestrian traffic. In the event of
parttioning, cross-access easements will be provided between properties. The site will
comply with Part & of the Zoning Code or as otherwise approved by the Planning and
Development  Shared parking may be utifized between parcels to achieve parking
requirements provided that the required number of spaces shall be met on the overeil
site within the PUD.

E. Extornal Compatibiity/intensity of Development. The Property is located in an
‘smerging residential area along Pritchard Road. There is already significant industrial
and business park development in the vicinity., This devalopment will serve the
commeraial needs of nearby residential communities and of employees at .nearby
industries. The site will be buffered so as to reduce the impact of development on

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nearby residential aroas. The Property is located in an emerging commercial- and
industrial coridor along Pritchard Road. The property is located between two DRIS and
will provide supporting commercial uses to complament the DRs as well as emerging
residential evelopments. The PUD restricts commercial development and will be
appropriately buffered so s to reduce the impact of development on nearby residential
areas.

F. Recreation/Open Space. The PUD-precludes reskdential development. Usable open
spaces, plazas, and recreation areas will be constructed as psr the goals and objectives
of the Comprehensive Plan or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development
Depariment.

G. Impact on Wetlands. Any impact to wetlands that exist on the Property wil be permitted
through the locai, state, and federal agencies with jurisdiction,

H, Listed Speciés Regulations. The Property contains less than 50 acres and therefore a
listed species survey is not required.

|, Of-Streat Parking and Loading Requirements. The site will comply with Part.6 Off-
Street Parking and Loading Regulations of the Zoning Code.

J. Sidewaks, Trails, and Bikeways. Sidewalks will be constructed as per the goals and
objectives of the Gomprehensive Plan.

K. Stormwater Retention.  Retention shall meet the requirements of the City of.
Jacksonville and all other state or local agencies with jurisdiction including the $t. Johns
River Water Management District.

L. Utiities. The Jacksonville Electric Authority (JEA) will provide potable water service and
sewer service.
