ORDINANCE 2007-379-E
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 9.7 ACRES OF LAND LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11 AT 13115 GILLESPIE AVENUE BETWEEN NEW BERLIN ROAD AND DRURY LANE AND OWNED BY L. CHARLES MANN, LEIGH BROWARD, AND ROBERT TIPTON, AS MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM RESIDENTIAL LOW DENSITY-G (RLD-G) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT MULTI-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL USES, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPLICATION FOR THE EAST-WEST CONNECTOR PUD, PURSUANT TO ADOPTED FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) SEMI-ANNUAL LAND USE AMENDMENT APPLICATION NUMBER 2006D-018; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted a semi-annual land use amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to Ordinance 2007-378; and

WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district(s) with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the companion adopted semi-annual land use amendment 2006D-018, an application to rezone and reclassify from Residential Low Density-G (RLD-G) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District was filed by L. Charles Mann on behalf of L. Charles Mann, Leigh Broward, and Robert Tipton, owners of certain real property in Council District 11, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this rezoning with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the companion semi-annual land use amendment application number 2006D-018, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice, held a public hearing; and

WHEREAS, taking into consideration all oral and written comments received during public hearings and the above recommendations, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the proposed PUD does not affect adversely the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not affect adversely the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and the proposed PUD will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville; now, therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description.  The approximately 9.7 acres of land (Real Estate number 107560-0000) are located in Council District 11 at 13115 Gillespie Avenue between New Berlin Road and Drury Lane, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 2.

Owner and Applicant Description.  The Subject Property is owned by L. Charles Mann, Leigh Broward, and Robert Tipton.  The applicant listed in the application is L. Charles Mann with an address of 165 Arlington Road, Jacksonville, Florida 32211 and a telephone number of (904) 721-1546.

Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion semi-annual land use amendment 2006D-018, is rezoned and reclassified from Residential Low Density-G (RLD-G) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, subject to the written description dated March 12, 2007 and the site plan dated March 13, 2007 for the East-West Connector PUD.  The PUD District for the Subject Property shall generally permit multi-family residential uses, as more specifically shown and described in the written description and site plan, both attached hereto as Exhibit 3.

Section 4.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) Development shall proceed in accordance with the Traffic Engineering Division Memorandum dated April 13, 2007, and the Transportation Planning Division Memorandum dated April 16, 2007, or as otherwise approved by the Traffic Engineering Division and the Planning and Development Department.

(b) The site plan shall provide a minimum thirty (30) foot setback along all property lines, with detached garages set back ten (10) feet from the property line.

(c) The site plan shall provide a minimum twenty (20) foot setback for boat, trailer, or vehicle storage and such storage shall be completely enclosed by a minimum 6-foot high, 85% opaque fence.

(d)
The minimum square footage of a one-bedroom unit shall be 800 square feet, and a two-bedroom unit shall be 1,000 square feet.
Section 5.

Consistency With Companion Land Use Amendment Adoption.  The Council hereby finds the East-West Connector PUD to be consistent with the requirements of the State Comprehensive Plan, the Northeast Florida Regional Planning Council Strategic Regional Policy Plan, and Rule Chapter 9J-5, Florida Administrative Code.  Further, the Council finds this rezoning to be consistent with the Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan, as amended by Ordinance 2007-378, and that this PUD is consistent with the land use category criteria.

Section 6.

Contingency.  This ordinance shall not become effective unless and until the Department of Community Affairs issues a Notice of Intent finding the correlating amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan in compliance with Chapter 163, Part II, Florida Statutes.

Section 7.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The subject property, hereafter referred to as the “Property”, is identified as real estate
number 107560-0000 and 107560-0100 on Panel 327 of the Tax Assessor's Map of D uval
County, Florida. The Property is located on the south side of the “New” East-West
Connector, which runs from New Berlin Road West to the new Northside Town Center and
on the east side of Gillespie Road.

The applicant proposes to rezone approximately 9.7 acres +/- of property from Residential
Low Density-G (RLD-G) to Planned Unit Development (PUD) to allow for a multi-family
development. There is a companion Large Scale Land Use Change filed to change the land
use from Low Density Residential to Medium Density Residential.

The Planned Unit Development (PUD) requests a maximum density of 15 units per gross
acre.

USES AND RESTRICTIONS
A. Permitted Uses:

1.  Multi-family residential
B. Accessory Structures

1. Accessory uses and structures are allowed as defined in Section 656.403 of the
Zoning Code.

C. Restrictions on Uses:

1. Dumpsters, propane tanks and similar appurtenances must be screened fromm any
roadways by landscaping or opaque fencing which is aesthetically compatible with
other structures located, or to be located, on the Property.
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Any request to deviated from these restrictions on the aggregate building area or
uses shall be evaluated through the PUD minor modification process with a revised
Site Plan to evaluate the internal and external compatibility of such proposed uses.

There will be a minimum of one (1) garage provided for every four residential units.
This will count as one parking space toward the required number of parking
spaces.

The maximum density will be fifteen (15) units per gross acre.

The Jacksonville Transportation Authority (JTA) has purchased the top portion of
the Property as right-of-way for the East-West Connector. It is anticipated that the
JTA will have two (2) parcels of excess land, which they have agreed to give the
applicant First Option to Purchase. This excess JTA property may be incorporated
into the subject PUD at the 15-unit per gross acre density upon the rezoning of
these two parcels.

The proposed project allows for a creative approach to developing the site while creating
safeguards for the surrounding area. In addition, the housing style will add a more universal
housing mix for the entire area as per Housing Policy 3.1.5.

PUD REVIEW CRITERIA

A. Consistency with Comprehensive Plan. I|f the companion Large Scale Land Use is
approved changing the land use from LDR to MDR, the subject PUD will be consistent
with the City of Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan.

The site is located one block to the
east of Main Street and the East-West Connector. The intersection of Main Street and
the East-West Connector will be developed as a major commercial intersection. The
subject Property will be a transition of density from this intersection to the Low Density
Residential, which is developing to the east of the Property. This site is separated from
other properties in the area by the New East-West Connector on the north, wetlands to
the south, and a large drainage easement separates the property from an existing
mobile home park on the east. On the west, Gillespie Road separates the property
from the developing commercial growth that is taking place at the intersection of the
East-West Connector and Main Street.

Recreation/Open Space. As per the City of Jacksonville Zoning Code.

G. Impact on Wetlands. There are no wetlands on this site.
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H. Listed Species Regulations. The site is less than 50 acres and does not require a listed
species report.

|.  Off-Street Parking and Loading Requirements. As per the City of Jacksonville Zoning
Code.

J. Sidewalks, Trails, and Bikeways. Sidewalks- will be provided as per the 2010
Comprehensive Plan.

K. Stormwater Retention. Will be provided per the requirement of the St. Johns W ater
Management District standards.

L. Utilities. Jacksonville Electric Authority will provide utilities.

GOALS AND POLICIES

Specifically, the PUD complies with the following Comprehensive Plans and Policies:

Policy 1.1.17: Offer economic incentives through the Jacksonville Economic
Development Commission (JEDC) to induce development to locate in the Urban Core,
North, Northwest, and Southwest Planning Districts of the City rather than in the more
congested areas of Greater Arlington and Southeast Planning Districts.

Objective 1.1: Ensure that the type, rate, and distribution of growth in the City results in
compact and compatible land use pattems, and increasingly efficient urban service
delivery system and discourages proliferation of urban sprawl through implementation of
regulatory programs, intergovemmental coordination mechanisms, and public/private
coordination.

Objective 3.1: Continue to maintain adequate land designated for residential uses,
which can accommodate the projected population and provide safe, decent, sanitary and
affordable housing opportunities for the citizens. Protect single-family residential
neighborhoods by requiring that any other land uses within single-family areas meet all
applicable locational criteria of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and subsequent Land
Development Regulations.

Housing Policy 1.1.1: The City shall ensure that all new development and
redevelopment after the effective date of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan is consistent

with the Future Land Use Map series, and textual provisions of this and other elements
of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan, as provided in Chapter 163 (Part Il), F.S.

Housing Policy 1.1.22: The City will encourage new development to locate in the
Urban Core, Southwest, North, and Northwest planning districts through such measures
as economic incentives, greater marketing assistance, etc.
