LAND USE AND ZONING COMMITTEE AMENDMENT

Land Use and Zoning Committee offers the following first amendment to File No. 2007-382:

(1) On page 3, line 21 ½ insert a new Section 4 to read as follows:

“Section 4.
Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) Development shall proceed in accordance with the Traffic Engineering Division Memorandum dated April 18, 2007, or as otherwise approved by the Traffic Engineering Division and the Planning and Development Department.

(b)
A minimum ten-foot-wide buffer between uncomplimentary uses, meeting requirements of Section 656.1216 of the Zoning Code, shall be provided adjacent to a residentially zoned property or use.  Any wall constructed to comply with this condition shall be masonry or vinyl.

(c)
Signage shall be limited to one monument style project entrance sign along Starratt Road and Yellow Bluff Road, not exceeding 150 square feet in area and fifteen feet in height each.  Out parcels shall be limited to one monument style sign, not exceeding fifty square feet in area and ten feet in height.

(d)
There shall be an average 15-foot-wide natural buffer along Starratt Road and Yellow Bluff Road, provided however, that no protected trees shall be removed within 10 feet of the right-of-way, and any protected trees removed between 10 and 20 feet from the right-of-way shall be mitigated within the 15-foot-wide buffer.

(e)
The property shall be developed per the spirit and intent of the North Jacksonville Vision Plan, subject to the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department.”; and 

(2)
Renumber the remaining Sections; and
(3)
Amend the introduction line to reflect this Amendment.
