ORDINANCE 2007-388
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 11.52 ACRES OF LAND LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 13 AT THE NORTHWEST CORNER OF GATE PARKWAY AND BURNT MILL ROAD BETWEEN J. TURNER BUTLER BOULEVARD AND BURNT MILL ROAD AS MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY CHRISTOPHER FORREST SKINNER TRUST, FROM RESIDENTIAL MEDIUM DENSITY-A (RMD-A) DISTRICT TO COMMERCIAL OFFICE (CO) DISTRICT AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, PURSUANT TO FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) SEMI-ANNUAL LAND USE AMENDMENT (APPLICATION NUMBER 2006D-026); PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted an amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to Ordinance 2007-387; and


WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the adopted companion Semi-Annual land use amendment 2006D-026, an application to rezone and reclassify from Residential Medium Density-A (RMD-A) District to Commercial Office (CO) District was filed by Wyman R. Duggan, Esquire on behalf of Christopher Forrest Skinner Trust, the owner of approximately 11.52 acres of certain real property in Council District 13, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and


WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this rezoning with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the companion semi-annual land use amendment application number 2006D-026, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 


WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice, held a public hearing; and


WHEREAS, taking into consideration all oral and written comments received during public hearings and the above recommendations, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; now, therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description.  The approximately 11.52 acres of land (Real Estate number 167741-0500) is located in Council District 13 at the northwest corner of Gate Parkway and Burnt Mill Road between J. Turner Butler Boulevard and Burnt Mill Road, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property).


Section 2.

Owner and Applicant Description.  The Subject Property is owned by Christopher Forrest Skinner Trust.  The applicant listed in the application is Wyman R. Duggan, Esquire, with an address of 1301 Riverplace Boulevard, Suite 1500, Jacksonville, Florida 32207-9047, and a telephone number of (904) 346-5502.


Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion Semi-Annual land use amendment application number 2006D-026, is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Residential Medium Density-A (RMD-A) District to Commercial Office (CO) District, as defined and classified under the Zoning Code, City of Jacksonville, Florida.


Section 4.

Contingency.  This ordinance shall not become effective unless and until the Florida Department of Community Affairs issues a Notice of Intent finding the correlating amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan in Compliance with Chapter 163, Part II, Florida Statutes.


Section 5.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.

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Legal Description

A portion of Section 17, Township 3 South, Range 28 East, Jacksonville, Duval County, Florida, and
being more particularly described as follows:

For Point of Reference, commence at the most Easterly point of intersection of the centerline of
Bumnt Mill Road, a variable width right of way, with the centerline of Gate Parkway Tract "A’, a
variable width right of way, as said intersection point is shown on sheet 7 of the plat of Gate
Parkway Extension recorded in Plat Book 52, Pages 55, 55A through 55K of the Current Public
Records of said county and run South 89° 51' 26" West, along said centerline of said Burnt Mill
Road, a distance of 95.00 feet to a point on the Westerly terminus of said Gate Parkway; run thence
North 01°03’53” West, along said Westerly terminus, a distance of 40.01 feet to a point on the
Northerly right of way line of said Burnt Mill Road; run thence South 89°51°26” West, along said
Northerly right of way line, a distance of 12.00 feet to a point on the Westerly right of way line of
Gate Parkway, a vanable width right of way according to plat recorded in said public records in Plat
Book 56, Page 47-47F, and the Point of Beginning.

From the Point of Beginning thus described, thence continue South 89°51°26” West, along said
Northerly right of way line, a distance of 317.84 feet to a point on the line dividing said Section 17
from Section 18 aforementioned township and range; run thence North 00° 38' 04" West, along said
dividing line, a distance of 1666.55 feet to a point on a curve in the aforementioned Westerly right of
way line of Gate Parkway; run thence Southerly along said Westerly right of way line the following
courses: First course, Southeasterly along the arc of a curve, concave Southwesterly and having
radius of 1240.00 feet an arc distance of 623.81 feet, said arc being subtended by a chord bearing and
distance of South 31°21°09” East, 617.25 feet; Second course, South 02°10°06” East, a distance of
50.94 feet to a point on a curve; Third course, Southeasterly along the arc of a curve, concave
Southwesterly and having a radius of 1228.00 feet, an arc distance of 290.33 feet, said arc being
subtended by a chord bearing and distance of South 07°52’08” East, 289.65 feet; Fourth course,
South 14°10°15 East, a distance of 51.43 feet; Fifth course, South 00°37°52” East, a distance of
477.34 feet; Sixth course, South 12°51°52” West, a distance of 51.42 feet; Seventh course, South
00°37°52" East, a distance of 188.02 feet to point of curvature of curve; Eighth course, run thence
Southwesterly along the arc of a curve, concave Northwesterly and having a radius of 35.00 feet, an
arc distance of 55.28 feet to the Point of Beginning, said arc being subtended by a chord bearing and
distance of South 44°36°53” West, 49.71 feet.

The lands thus described contain 11.52 acres, more or less.
