AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 3289.0 ACRES OF WESTLAKE DRI-RELATED LAND LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICTS 8 AND 11 NORTHEAST OF WHITEHOUSE FIELD AND SOUTH OF CISCO DRIVE BETWEEN OLD PLANK ROAD AND CISCO ROAD AND OWNED BY SOUTHERN REGION INDUSTRIAL REALTY, INC., AS MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, FOR A MIXED-USE DEVELOPMENT FOR INDUSTRIAL, COMMERCIAL AND RESIDENTIAL USES, AS DESCRIBED IN APPLICATION FOR THE WESTLAKE PUD, PURSUANT TO ADOPTED FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) DRI-RELATED LAND USE AMENDMENT (APPLICATION NUMBER 2006F-001); PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted a DRI-related land use amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to Ordinance 2007-; and

WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district(s) with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the companion adopted DRI-related land use amendment 2006F-001, an application to rezone and reclassify from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District was filed by Babette L. Ashley, Esquire on behalf of Southern Region Industrial Realty, Inc., the owner of certain real property located in Council Districts 8 and 11, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this rezoning with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the companion DRI-related land use amendment 2006F-001, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice, held a public hearing; and


WHEREAS, taking into consideration all oral and written comments received during public hearings and the above recommendations, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the proposed PUD does not affect adversely the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not affect adversely the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and the proposed PUD will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville; now, therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description.  The approximately 3289.0 acres of land (Real Estate numbers 001354-0500, 001357-0000, 003322-0000, 003322-0100, 003326-0000, 003353-0000, 003362-0010, 00353-0010, 004625-0000, 004625-0100, and 004625-0600) are located in Council Districts 8 and 11 northeast of Whitehouse Field and south of Cisco Drive between Old Plank Road and Cisco Road, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 2.

Owner.  The Subject Property is owned by Southern Region Industrial Realty, Inc.  The applicant listed in the application is Babette L. Ashley, Esquire, with an address of 50 Laura Street, Suite 2600, Jacksonville, Florida 32202, and a telephone number of (904) 598-6128.

Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion DRI-related land use amendment application 2006F-001, is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, subject to the written description dated March 6, 2007 and the site plan dated August 8, 2006 for the Westlake PUD.  The PUD District for the Subject Property shall generally permit a mixed-use development for industrial, commercial and residential uses, as more specifically shown and described in the written description and site plan, both attached hereto as Exhibit 3.
Section 4.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Condition. This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition:

(a) 
Development shall proceed in accordance with the Traffic Engineering Division Memorandum dated April 18, 2007, or as otherwise approved by the Traffic Engineering Division and the Planning and Development Department.
Section 5.

Consistency With Companion Land Use Amendment Adoption.  The Council hereby finds the Westlake PUD to be consistent with the requirements of the State Comprehensive Plan, the Northeast Florida Regional Council’s Strategic Regional Policy Plan, and Rule Chapter 9J-5, Florida Administrative Code.  Further, the Council finds this rezoning to be consistent with the Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan, as amended by Ordinance 2007-393, and that this PUD is consistent with the land use category criteria.

Section 6.

Contingency.  This ordinance shall not become effective unless and until the Department of Community Affairs issues a Notice of Intent finding the correlating amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan in compliance with Chapter 163, Part II, Florida Statutes.

Section 7.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.

1. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

A. Development of Regional Impact: The Wesllake PUD is a mixed use, master planned
Development of Regional Impact (DRI) located on approximately 3,289 acres in northwest
Jacksonville (the “Property” or the “Westlake DRI"). The Westlake PUD is approximately 1.5
miles north of I-10, and 3-miles west of 1-295, bounded on the north by Cisco Drive, on the east
by Jones Road, on the south by Old Plank Road, and on the west by preservation lands owned by
the State of Florida, providing a buffer for Whitchouse Field. The Westlake DRI was adopted by
the Jacksonville City Council by Resolution 73-1109-319, dated November 13, 1973, as
modified by City of Jacksonville Resolution 2000-48-A, dated February 8, 2000, Ordinance
2001-1172-E, dated January 8, 2002, and Ordinance 2006-842-E, dated September 12, 2006.

G. Wetlands: Most of the large, contiguous wetlands systems are designated ROS as shown on
the PUD Site Plan attached as Exhibit E. Wetlands will be permitted according to local, state
and federal requirements.

H. Civic Sites: The owner has donated 16 acres for & regional public water facility and three 1-
acre minimum public water well sites within the DRI, The owner will donate an additional five
(5) acres for civic purposes, such as a police station, fire station, library or stch other use as the
City deems appropriate. The owner and City will mutually determine the location(s) of such
sites.

1. City of Jacksonville Zoning Code: Except where otherwise specifically stated, all
references to the City of Jacksonville Zoning Code in this PUD Exhibit D Written Description
shall refer (o the provisions of Chapter 656 of the City of Jacksonville Ordinance Code in effect
at the time of this PUD approval, and not to any future amendments thereof.

1V. DEVELOPMENT PLAN APPROVAL
With each request for verification of substantial compijance with this PUD, a preliminary site
plan shall be submitted to the City of Jacksonville Planning and Development Department

identifying all existing and proposed uses within the property to be developed, and showing the
general layout of the proposed development.

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V. JUSTIFICATION FOR PUD CLASSIFICATION

The Westlake PUD will further the goals, objectives and policies of the City of Jacksonville
Commprehensive Plan by providing for a major employment center and housing opporurities in
close proximity to each other, with.adequate supporting public facitities and services. The mix
of uses also encourages internal capture of vehicular trips. The sale by the applicant of 1,651
actes of the original Westlake DRI immediately adjacent 1o Whitehouse Field to the State of
Florida for perpetual preservation purposes and extension of a valuable preservation corridor,
together with the layout of the Westlake PUD, provide a comfortable buffer around Whitehouse
Field. Internal compatibility will be assured through the use of uncomplimentary land use buffer
zones and perimeter buffers for residential subdivisions. The applicant has committed to provide
adequate civic and recreational opportunities through the donation of Jand within the PUD.
