Bill Summary:  This bill approves the proposed agreement between the City and the Service Area III contractor relative to residential waste and recycling collection and transportation services.  The Mayor and Corporation Secretary are permitted to take action to effect execution of the agreement, with such changes as the Mayor deems appropriate.  Various sections of the Ordinance Code are waived (1) to permit a maximum container size of 45 gallons; (2) to allow for collection of different types of waste by the same contractor; (3) to provide that the service area shall be that specified in the agreement; (4) to provide for disposal in a sanitary landfill, as designated by the City, and to provide for the posting of security in the amount of $1,000,000, which may be returned after 60 days; (5) to provide the addition of new premises shall be based on the issuance of a certificate of occupancy as provided in the agreement; (6) to calculate monthly contractor compensation with the addition of a monthly fuel adjustment payment; (7) to set the CPI adjustment in non rate review years at 100% of CPI, South Urban Area; and, (8) to require the contractor to keep an open office and answer telephones from 8 AM to 5 PM.
Background Information:  The City is utilizing the procurement process to identify a qualified waste hauler contractor and to negotiate an agreement for Service Area III, which covers the southeast portion of the city.  The term of the agreement is for a six-year period beginning October 1, 2007, and ending September 30, 2013.  The bill states that the City desires to conform the contractual terms for the three service areas, and has determined that it should approve a form proposed agreement similar to the contracts approved for service areas I and II.
