Bill Summary: This ordinance authorizes the Mayor, the Sheriff of Duval County and the Corporation Secretary to enter into a Traffic Control Agreement with Southbrook Condominium Association, Inc., pursuant to Section 316.006, Florida Statute. The Southbrook Community is located in Council District 4..
Background Information: The Traffic Control Agreement authorizes the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office to perform traffic monitoring on private roads within the Southbrook Community.  JSO would be allowed to enter the private property and perform traffic monitoring on private roads within the community.  Speeding and DUI are some of the issues that JSO would be authorized to monitor and redress.  The Agreement stipulates that the Association shall pay the City the actual amount of any costs incurred by the City for its services.  Moreover, the Association shall hold harmless, indemnify and defend the City against claims, action, loss, damage, injury, liability, etc. from any injury, including death, in the course of the City exercising its responsibilities per the Agreement.
