Bill Summary:  This bill approves vacation of a portion of the Plat of North Dinsmore Farms, including all platted roads that have not been opened and have not become highways suitable for the traveling public.  Authorization is given for replat into the Northwood Regional Activity Center.  SS Investment Group, LLC, owner of the property, is required to grant an easement or enter into an agreement with the Duval County School Board (DCSB) granting temporary access over its land to ensure that land owned by the DCSB maintains suitable legal access.  This easement is to terminate upon construction of a proposed right-of-way in the Northwood Regional Activity Center that will provide the DCSB with ingress and egress to its land.  Vacation of the plat is to become effective only after an easement or temporary access agreement is granted to the benefit of the DCSB.
Background Information:  The Plat of North Dinsmore Farms was recorded on October 21, 1911.  A surveyor’s affidavit states that vacation of this portion of the plat will not affect the right of convenient access of persons owning parts of the North Dinsmore Farms subdivision, with the exception of the DCSB.
