Bill Summary:  This bill appropriates $61,017 ($57,057 from the Tree Protection and Related Expenses Trust Fund and $3,960 from City Renaissance District 14 funds) to provide for tree planting, sod, irrigation, and curbing on the southeast side of the Plymouth Street right-of-way from Talbot Avenue to McDuff Avenue.  It is required that unused funds revert to the source of origin and that the Dept. of Public Works oversee the project.  Additionally, the City is authorized to procure the services of Murray Hill Preservation of Jacksonville Florida, Inc., to perform various related services and obligations.  It is stated that such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation, pursuant to Section 126.107(g), Ordinance Code.
Background Information:  Of the appropriation, $57,057 is for landscaping and $3,960 is for curbing and sod.
