Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates $50,000 from ETR Bonds, Series 2004 (Autumn Bonds) from Council District 7 Excise Tax Revenue Bond for Capital Improvements related to the build out of Northeast Florida Healthy Start Coalition, a not for profit corporation’s, long term lease with Pearl Plaza Community Rehabilitation Center in order to implement their Magnolia Project Perintal Services in an area where a significant proportion of at-risk women and families in Jacksonville reside, allowing the Magnolia Project to increase availability of and access to services; providing for a reverter; waiving the requirements of the Autumn Bond Ordinance 2004-998-E, as amended by 2005-1044-E and Section 106.315, Ordinance Code, that bond funds be used on City property; requiring compliance with the provisions of Section 106.315 and Chapter 118, Parts 1, 3, 4 and 5, Ordinance Code, unless otherwise waived herein; authorizing the Mayor of his designee and the Corporate Secretary to execute a contract; requesting the Mayor to appoint a department to oversee the project.
Background Information: Northeast Florida Healthy Start Coalition sponsors the Magnolia Project, a nationally recognized initiative by the United States Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and funded by the federal Healthy Start programs, to improve the health and well being of women during their childbearing years, addressing medical, cultural and social service needs of women who lie in the 32202, 32204, 32208, 32206 and 32209 zip code areas.  The Project’s Healthy Start initiative has been established to address the high rates of infant mortality in Duval County’s African-American community.  If the Northeast Florida Healthy Start Coalition does not maintain its long term lease to provide perinatal services at Pearl Plaza, for at least 5 years, the Coalition shall return the funds to the City.
