ORDINANCE 2007-421-E
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 0.76 OF AN ACRE OF LAND LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 12 AT 5736 TIMUQUANA ROAD BETWEEN SEABOARD AVENUE AND FISHING PEN CREEK AND OWNED BY CESAR A. COLOCAR, AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM RESIDENTIAL MEDIUM DENSITY-E (RMD-E) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE TO PERMIT COMMERCIAL AND OFFICE USES, AS DESCRIBED IN THE WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE AGSCO TIMUQUANA ROAD PUD, PURSUANT TO FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) SMALL-SCALE AMENDMENT APPLICATION NUMBER 2006C-018; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted a small-scale land use amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to application 2006C-018 and companion land use Ordinance 2007-420; and

WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the adopted companion small-scale land use amendment 2006C-018, an application to rezone and reclassify from Residential Medium Density-E (RMD-E) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District was filed by Charles P. Delcambre on behalf of Cesar A. Colocar, the owner of approximately 0.76 of an acre of certain real property in Council District 12, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this zoning district with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice held a public hearing, taking into consideration the above recommendations as well as all oral and written comments received during the public hearings, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the proposed PUD does not affect adversely the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not affect adversely the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and the proposed PUD will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description.  The approximately 0.76 of an acre of land (R.E. No. 103749-0000) is located in Council District 12 at 5736 Timuquana Road between Seaboard Avenue and Fishing Pen Creek, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property).

Section 2.

Owner and Applicant Description.  The Subject Property is owned by Cesar A. Colocar.  The applicant listed in the application is Charles P. Delcambre, with an address of 6455 Powers Avenue, Jacksonville, Florida 32217 and a telephone number of (904) 731-8341.


Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion small-scale land use amendment application 2006C-018, is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Residential Medium Density-E (RMD-E) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, subject to the written description dated February 14, 2007 and the site plan dated March 9, 2007 for the  Agsco Timuquana Road PUD.  The PUD District for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial and office uses, as more specifically shown and described in the written description and site plan attached hereto as Exhibit 3.
Section 4.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) Development shall proceed in accordance with the Traffic Engineering Division Memorandum dated May 2, 2007, and the FDOT Memorandum dated May 11, 2007, or as otherwise approved by the Traffic Engineering Division, FDOT, and the Planning and Development Department.


(b) A minimum ten-foot wide buffer between uncomplimentary uses shall be provided on the eastern and southern portions of the subject property where the proposed use abuts residential zoning districts.
Section 5.

Contingency.  This ordinance shall not become effective until 31 days after adoption of the companion small-scale land use amendment unless challenged by the state land planning agency; and further provided that if the companion small-scale land use amendment is challenged by the state land planning agency, this rezoning shall not become effective until the state land planning agency or the Administration Commission issues a final order determining the companion small-scale land use amendment is in compliance with Chapter 163, Florida Statutes.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

L. PROJECT DESCRIPTION
The P.U.D. shall allow for revitalization of an existing wood frame building and the addition of a
new office building and the addition of associated appurtenances. The parcel is located on the
South side of Timuquana Road between Seaboard Ave. and Eulace Road. The parcel is 0.7 Acres
+/- in size and is currently designated Medium Density Residential (MDR) with a single story
frame building on the site. The P.U.D. will address the entire parcel.
The p-r—opert_y*to the West of the j)arccl is the Timuquana Road P.U.D. Regional Commercial
Office Park Development, a large scale campus office park (not yet developed). The adjacent
properties to the South and East currently have a Land Use classification of MDR and a Zoning
classification of RMD-E . The next two properties to the East along Timuquana Road currently
have a Land Use classification of CGC and a Zoning classification of CN.
This development will help stimulate the overall development of 103 ™ Street and Timuquana
Road along this section.
II. LAND USES AND RESTRICTIONS
A. Permitted Uses:

1. Building Trades Contractor;

2. Medical, dental or chiropractor offices (but not clinics or hospitals);

3. Professional offices;

4. Business offices;

5. Facilities for the production of eyeglasses, hearing aids, dentures, prosthetic appliances

and similar products in conjunction with a professional service being rendered at the
time;
B. Accessory Structures:

1. Accessory uses and structures are allowed as defined in Section 656.403 of the Zoning
Code.
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C. Restrictions on Uses:

1. Dumpsters, propane tanks and similar appurtenances must be screened from any
roadways by landscaping or opaque fencing which is aesthetically compatible with
other structures located, or to be located on the Property.

2. Any request to deviate from these restrictions on the building areas or uses shall be
evaluated through the PUD minor modification process with a revised Site Plan to
evaluate the internal and external compatibility of such proposed uses.

IIl. DESIGN GUIDELINES

A. Lot Requirements:

= - ~- 1. The minimum lot size, lot width and minimum yard requirements and the maximum-lot—
coverage and building height requirements shall be as set forth in the current CO
zoning district pursuant to the provisions of 656.311 of the Jacksonville Zoning code.

B. Ingress, Egress and Circulation:
1. Vehicular access to and from the Property shall be by way of Timuquana Road,
substantially as shown on the Site Plan. The final location of all access points is
subject to the review and approval of the City of Jacksonville’s Traffic Engineer.

2. The parking requirements for this development shall be as set forth in section 656.605
of the current Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville.

3. Pedestrian Access shall be provided by sidewalks installed in accordance with the 2010
Comprehensive Plan,

C. Signs:

1. The number, location, size and height of signs to be located on the property shall be
in accordance with the sign Ordinance of the City of Jacksonville for CO zoning
classification, however, variation from these requirements shall be permitted to allow
for identification and directional signs subject to review by the City of Jacksonville
Planning and Development Department.

D. Landscaping:

1. The Property shall be developed in accordance with Part 12 Landscape Regulations for
the Zoning Code.
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E. Recreation and Open Space:

1. A minimum of 150 square feet of active recreation space shall be provided per each
dwelling unit.

F. [Utilities:
1. Water, electric and sanitary sewer will be provided by JEA if available.

G. INlumination:

1. Lighting Standards shall be oriented so as to localize illumination onto the project. The
quality of illumination shall be controlled as to minimize unreasonable interference or
impact with non-commercial zoning districts.

H. ’ Visual Barriers:
1. An 85% opaque visual barrier at least six feet (6") in height shall be erected along any

border of the site not adjoining commercial uses, except for the front 30 feet from the
access roadway.

IV. DEVELOPMENT PLAN APPROVAL

With each request for verification of substantial compliance with this PUD, a preliminary
development plan shall be submitted to the City of Jacksonville Planning and Development
Department identifying all existing and proposed uses within the Property, and showing the
general layout of the overall Property.

V. JUSTIFICATION FOK PLANNED UNIT GEVELOPMENT CLASSIiFICATION
FOR THIS PROJECT

The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose intent of the City of Jacksonville

2010 Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations. The proposed project will be beneficial to

the surrounding neighborhood and community.

A. Is more efficient than would be possible through strict application of the Zoning code.

B. Is compatible with surrounding land uses and will improve the characteristics of the
surrounding area.

C. Will promote the purposes of the City of Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan.
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
