ORDINANCE 2007-435-E
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 0.43 OF AN ACRE OF LAND LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 9 AT 2211 MELSON AVENUE BETWEEN 12TH STREET AND 15TH STREET AND OWNED BY CHURCH OF THE LIVING GOD OF OUR LORD AND SAVIOR JESUS CHRIST, INCORPORATED, AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM RESIDENTIAL LOW DENSITY-G (RLD-G) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT RETAIL AND OFFICE USES, AS DESCRIBED IN THE WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE CHURCH OF THE LIVING GOD BUSINESS CENTER PUD, PURSUANT TO FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) SMALL-SCALE AMENDMENT APPLICATION NUMBER 2007C-010; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted a small-scale land use amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to application 2007C-010 and companion land use Ordinance 2007-434; and

WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the adopted companion small-scale land use amendment 2007C-010, an application to rezone and reclassify from Residential Low Density-G (RLD-G) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District was filed by James E. Parris, Jr. on behalf of Church of the Living God of Our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ, Incorporated, the owner of approximately 0.43 of an acre of certain real property in Council District 9, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this zoning district with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice held a public hearing, taking into consideration the above recommendations as well as all oral and written comments received during the public hearings, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the proposed PUD does not affect adversely the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not affect adversely the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and the proposed PUD will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description.  The approximately 0.43 of an acre of land (Real Estate number 048438-0000) is located in Council District 9 at 2211 Melson Avenue between 12th Street and 15th Street, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property).

Section 2.

Owner and Applicant Description.  The Subject Property is owned by Church of the Living God of Our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ, Incorporated.  The applicant listed in the application is James E. Parris, Jr., with an address of 9428 Baymeadows Road, Suite 170, Jacksonville, Florida 32256-7970 and a telephone number of (904) 737-9060.

Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion small-scale land use amendment application 2007C-010, is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Residential Low Density-G (RLD-G) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, subject to the written description dated October 10, 2006 and the site plan dated March 2, 2007 for the Church of the Living God Business Center PUD.  The PUD District for the Subject Property shall generally permit retail and office uses, as more specifically shown and described in the written description and site plan attached hereto as Exhibit 3.
Section 4.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Condition. This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition:

(a) Development shall proceed in accordance with the Traffic Engineering Division Memorandum dated May 1, 2007, or as otherwise approved by the Traffic Engineering Division and the Planning and Development Department.
Section 5.

Contingency.  This ordinance shall not become effective until 31 days after adoption of the companion small-scale land use amendment unless challenged by the state land planning agency; and further provided that if the companion small-scale land use amendment is challenged by the state land planning agency, this rezoning shall not become effective until the state land planning agency or the Administration Commission issues a final order determining the companion small-scale land use amendment is in compliance with Chapter 163, Florida Statutes.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

L SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE PLAN

The Church of the Living God Business Center consists of a 3,325 sq. ft. one story building,
The project is located in the west central area of Jacksonville. The Site Plan for the project has
been designed to incorporate public parking for the building, sidewalk, parking lot drainage,
storm water retention, dumpster, etc. The building will be designed to meet all of the life safety
requirements as set forth in the Florida State Code.

The building consists of three components: retail store, beauty salon/ barber shop, and office
space. All spaces will be contain one ADA compliant unisex toilet. Fifty percent (50%) of the
building’s square feet shall be designated as beauty salon/ barber shop. Twenty five percent
(25%) retail and twenty five percent (25%) office space. Alcoholic beverages shall not be sold in
the retail space. The church has owned the property since 1983 and has been operating as a
church organization in the area for 20 years. The existing building will be removed from the site.

Based on the above multiple uses a Planned Unit Development designation is requested, in order
to create a business environment that is responsive to the needs of the community. The Planned
Unit Development District designation will allow for flexibility in the planning and design of the
business center and provide for an efficient use of land .

IL PUD DEVELOPMENT CRITERIA

Permitted Use and Structures All uses within the proposed Planned Unit
Development are compatible with existing and planned uses of properties
surrounding the proposed Planned Unit Development and do not have any
avoidable or undue adverse impact on existing or planned surrounding uses.
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Accessory Uses and Structures. Their will be no accessory buildings on the site.
The buildings will be connected to 12" Street by public sidewalk.

Minimum Lot and Bulldmg Reqmrements There are no minimum lot size
requirements or maximum lot coverage requirements in the Planned Unit
Development landuse category. Lot size provided is 0.43 acres or 18,730 s.f. Lot
coverage with building is less than 18 %. The front yard setback is 76 ft., rear
yard setback is 15 ft., side yard setbacks is 5 fi. and 20 fi.

Access. As indicated on the attached Site Plan, public access to the site will be
specifically from Melson Avenue only.

Pedestrian Clrculatlon A sidewalk to the new buildings will be provided from
Melson Avenue and 12™ Street. A continuous sidewalk will be provided in the
front of the Business Center. A concrete walkway will be provided along the rear
of the building for access to dumpster area.

Signage. Building wall signs shall be as follows: Twelve-inch (12") high upper
and lower case polycarbonate (plastic) lettering, non-illuminated, shall be mounted
on the front wall of the new building denoting individual business names. There is
no marquee sign.

Wall signs and canopy sign shall not exceed ten (20) percent of the square footage
of the occupancy frontage or respective side of the building abutting a public right-
of-way or approved private street.

Parking and Loading Requirements. Parking for the buildings has been
provided as indicated on the proposed Site Plan. The parking lot is designed to
accommodate 9 parking spaces and 1 handicapped parking space. The parking is
designed for 90 degree with two way internal traffic and two way entrance and exit
drive way. Parking area shall consist of asphalt paving with concrete trench curbs.

Landscaping. Landscaping within the PUD will be designed and installed in
accordance with the requirements set forth in Part 12 of the Jacksonville Zoning
Code. The landscaped areas will allow for the inclusion of native or ornamental
vegetation, trees and shrubs, fencing and irrigation.

Fencing/ Security. A 6 foot high 100% opaque (wood) fence will be installed
along property boundaries to screen the proposed development from the adjacent
residentially zoned parcels. An additional 6 foot high fence with lockable gate will
be installed at the southeast corner of the property, and extend to new wood
opaque fence, to secure the rear service area from public access. The dumpster pad
area shall be secured with two 6 foot high by 5 foot wide lockable opaque gates.
The building fagade wing wall, at the dumpster area, shall extend to the new
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opaque wood fence to alleviate public access to rear of building.

Stormwater Retention. The storm water retention system shall be designed as
required to meet City of Jacksonville and St. Johns River Water Management
Standards for the proposed new buildings and parking lot.

Utilities. Electric utility, water and sewer will be provided by the Jacksonville
Electric Authority (JEA).

Architectural Controls. Buildings, structures, and signage shall be constructed
and painted with materials which are aesthetically compatible. The site will be
designed to accommodate ADA and barrier free design elements as stated in the
new Florida State Building Code.

Lighting/ Security. Exterior building and site lighting will be designed and
installed to localize illumination onto the Property and to minimize unreasonable
interference or impact on any residential zoning districts outside of the PUD.
Security lighting shall be installed on the building’s rear fagade to illuminate
service area at night. Security lighting shall be installed on a photo cell timer
system for automatic operation. The owner shall contract with JEA for installation
of a 400watt Metal halide security light to be mounted on the adjacent JEA power
pole. The fixture will operate automatically and JEA will repair and maintain the
light fixture as required.

Modifications. Amendment to this approved PUD district may be accomplished
through either an administrative deviation, minor modification, or by filing an
application for rezoning as allowed by Section 656.341 of the Zoning Code.
Provide, however, that any use not specifically listed, but similar to or associated
with a listed use, may be allowed by a minor modification to the PUD.

Site Plan. The configuration of the proposed development as depictéd on the Site
Plan will be constructed per Site Plan review and Building Department
inspections.

Phasing. The PUD will be utilized as shown. The project will not be built in
phases.

PUD REVIEW CRITERIA

A.

Consistency with the Comprehensive Plan. The proposed development is
located in the Low Density Residential landuse Category and is consistent with
the Comprehensive Plan.
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B. Consistency with the Concurrency Management System. The development of
the Property complies with the requirements of the Concurrency Management
--== - System. - =

C. Allocation of Residential Land Use. The PUD does not contain any residential
uses.

D. Internal Compatibility / Vehicular Access. The attached Site Plan addresses
access and circulation within the PUD. Access to the site is available from
Melson Avenue only. A non-complimentary buffer will be provided along all
property perimeters adjacent to Low Density Residential landuses. The PUD also
contains special provisions for signage, landscaping, architectural compatibility,
sidewalks, and other issues relating to the common areas and vehicular and
pedestrian traffic.

E. External Compatibility. The property is bordered on one side by Low Density
Residential landuses, Light Industrial and Public Buildings and Facilities. The
proposed PUD is compatible in both intensity and density with the surrounding
developments and zoning district.

F. Intensity of Development. As discussed above, the proposed structure is less
than 18% of the total land area.

G. Usable Open Spaces, Plazas, Recreation Areas. The PUD does not includes
plazas or recreation areas.

H. Impact on Wetlands. There are no wetlands associated with this development.
L. Listed Species Regulations. There is no wildlife associated with this project.

J. Off-Street Parking Including Loading and Unloading Areas. Off-street
parking and unloading shall be provided as indicated on the proposed Site Plan.
The design of the new proposed Melson Avenue entrance drive and parking
spaces shall be in accordance with the City's off-street parking requirements as set
forth in Part 6 of the Jacksonville Zoning Code.

K. Sidewalks, Trails and Bikeways. Sidewalks will be provided, as indicated on
the Site Plan, to the building. Final location of sidewalks will be per the Site Plan
review and as approved by the City Traffic Engineer and the Planning and
Development Department.
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
