AGREEMENT is made on Scp-(omw lr |-220(¢ by these parties: City of Jacksonville,
Florida, and the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA).

BECAUSE the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) established by the National Flood Insurance
Act of 1968 has several purposes, the most significant being
e To better indemnify individuals from losses through the availability of flood insurance;

» To reduce future flood damages through community ﬂoodplam management regulations; and
s Toreduce costs for disaster assistance. and flood control;

BECAUSE a critical component of the NFIP is the 1den'uﬁcat10n and mappmg of the nation’s
floodplains to create a‘broad-based awareness of flood hazards and to provnde the data necessary for
community floodplain management programs and to actuarially rate flood i insurance;

BECAUSE FEMA administers the NFIP and is authorized by §1360 of the National Flood Insurance

Act 0f 1968, as amended (42 U.S.C. 4101) to-establish and update flood-risk zone data in floodplain
areas;

BECAUSE, in the identification of ﬂoodprone areas, FEMA is authorized to consult with, receive

information from, and enter into-agreements or other arrangements with the head of any State, regional,
or local agency;

BECAUSE FEMA encourages. strono Federal State regional, and local. partnerships for the purposes
of reducing flood-losses and disaster assistanoce; 'FEMA and its State, regional, and local partners have

ARTICLE IV - REQUEST FOR ADVANCE/REIMBURSEMENT

A. The Grantee shall be paid using the HHS Smartlink System, provided it maintains or
demonstrates the willingness and ability to maintain procedures to minimize the time
elapsing between the transfer of the funds and their disbursements by the Grantee.

reports may be waived by FEMA with only the final Financial Status Report due 90 days after the
close of the Cooperative Agreement.

ARTICLE VI - PERFORMANCE REPORTS

Performance reports are due 30 days after the end of each six months following the award date
(i.e. January 30 and July 30). In addition, if necessary, the Regional Director may require
quarterly performance reports (i.e. January 30, April 30, July 30, and October 30). If quarterly
reports are necessary, this requirement will be identified at the initiation of the Cooperative
Agreement.

If the FEMA share of the
cooperative agreement exceeds $100,000, for non-construction cooperative agreements,
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FEMA's approval is required prior to the transfer of funds between total direct cost categories
in the approved budget when such cumulative transfers exceed ten percent of the total budget.

For all cooperative agreements, regardless of the amount of funding, the Grantee shall
obtain prior written approval for any budget revision, which would result in the need for
additional funds.

Any publication resulting from work performed under this
agreement shall include an acknowledgement of FEMA financial support and a statement
that the publication does not necessarily reflect FEMA’s views.
