FOR A MASTER STORMWATER MANAGEMENT PLAN; AMENDING THE 2006-2011 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2006-789-E FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “FEMA PARTNERSHIP IN MASTER STORMWATER MANAGEMENT PLAN”; providing for the appointment of the public works department as the oversight department; providing an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide additional funding, pursuant to a Partnership Agreement between the City of Jacksonville (City) and the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA), to upgrade and digitize the Flood Plain Management Data city-wide, as initiated by B.T. 07-125, with the City required to meet a twenty percent (20%) match of $124,000.
Section 3.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to fiscal year 2007-2008.
Section 4.

Authorization.  The Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to (1) execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, all agreements and other documents necessary or appropriate to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance, including, without limitation, the Agreement between the City and Camp Dresser & McKee, Inc. for a Master Stormwater Management Plan, in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by reference, and (2) take, or cause to be taken, for and on behalf of the City, such further action to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance.
Section 5.

CIP Amendment.
Ordinance 2006-789-E, being the 2006-2011 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended for the project entitled “FEMA Partnership in Master Stormwater Management Plan.”  This project is more fully described in Exhibit 3, which is attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.  This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2006-789-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2006-789-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 6.

Appointment of Public Works Department as the Oversight Department.
The Mayor is requested to appoint the Public Works Department to oversee the expenditure of the funds.
Section 7.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
